Sufi mystic Malik Muhammad Jayasi penned the tale of Padmavati in the 16th century. She has since grown in
popularity as a Rajput heroine in Rajasthan. Padma Shri and National Award winning director Sanjay Leela
Bhansali also found inspiration in her. When the Karni Sena attacked Bhansali and his film set in Jaipur, they
claimed his shooting of Padmavati was offensive to their sentiments — not that they knew what Bhansali had
actually shot. But in a land of as many inspiring tales as India, we just can’t go around bashing everyone with a
differing interpretation. The Sena should have waited to watch the film and then written rotten reviews.Instead
of being punished this lumpen Sena has forced Bhansali to the negotiating table, with the likes of Union
minister Giriraj Singh backing it

. He has also cried distortion of historical facts and misrepresentation of the country’s culture. But ‘facts’ must
be debated without violence and ‘culture’ is as much the property of Bhansali as of Giriraj Singh or any
Sena.With its colourful costumes, dance and music, its splendorous heritage sites, and its otherworldly
landscapes Rajasthan is a filmmaker’s delight. Bollywood loves to shoot here, as films like Paheli, PK, and
Bajrangi Bhaijaan testify. From Octopussy to The Best Exotic Marigold Hotel, Hollywood is also a frequent
flyer here. All these movies buoy up tourism and other businesses in the state. This is all the more reason why
Rajasthan chief minister Vasundhara Raje must direct stern action against the vigilantes who vandalised the
sets of Padmavati and roughed up its director. She must send a clear message that mobs cannot ride roughshod

over law-abiding enterprises in Rajasthan. At stake is the state’s reputation as a good place to do business.

L VY i - that a scheme that guarantees a basic income could reduce
e work effort: by as much as 5% per person per year. Supporters
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argue this cost will be more than offset by lower administrative costs of running large welfare programmes. In
India, with its abysmal public healthcare system and extremely inefficient subsidy programmes, these
arguments are irrelevant.

A basic income scheme for the poor already exits, the Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee
Act (MGNREGA), which guarantees 100 workdays per year at minimum wage, to whoever wants it. It is a dole,
the work part is meant to be a self-selection method: the undeserving rich are unlikely to turn up for manual
labour. MGNREGA costs just 0.3% of GDP, far lower than any UBI scheme; it benefits about 50 million people,
mostly women, and has had an enduring knock-on effect in boosting rural incomes and wage rates. When India
can raise tax revenues adding up to a mere 16.5% of GDP, and manages a general government expenditure of
about 27% of GDP — 57% for France and 38% for the US — only by running up a fiscal deficit of close to 7% of
GDP, talk of UBI is meaningless. Exclusion errors would afflict UBI as well, given India’s political economy.

Here’s clarity, find political courage

Gone are the days when the Economic Survey used to be a

dull listing of facts and figures, except for the first chapter on

the way forward. Surveys have evolved into a lengthy but

lively debate on challenges, current economic wisdom, the

global discourse and desirable policy alternatives. The 2016~

17 Survey takes this trend to a new level and deserves study
long after the Budget rush.

The Survey finds that economic growth this year has been
impacted by demonetisation, up to 1% in nominal terms and
up to 0.5% in real terms. That estimate of depressed nominal
growth puts a number to the income lost to demonetisation:
1% of the 2015-16 GDP, or Rs 1,35,761crore. The Survey is
candid in admitting that official GDP numbers could underestimate the impact on the informal sector, worst
affected by cash shortages. Yet, it hopes that increased transparency, reduced corruption and growing
digitalisation would make the exercise boost future growth. But to realise that potential, it identifies conditions
that are hard to meet: relaxed tax enforcement (raids and extensive scrutiny are underway), lower taxes and
stamp duties, and real estate under GST, besides swift remonetisation.Growth is circumscribed by adverse
global developments — a rising dollar, rising interest rates, rising crude prices, intolerance of exports and a
wobbly China — and India’s twin balance-sheet problem. Banks are laden with dud loans and companies have
loans they cannot service. The Survey’s call for debt forgiveness is a political hard-sell. Rather than yet more
asset reconstruction companies, what is needed is to expedite rules for the Bankruptcy Code and let the market
for corporate control and corporate assets work.But state capacity to regulate markets is a weakness the Survey
identifies as a major problem. On the fiscal deficit, the Survey opts for discipline, rather than using public
investment to boost growth, although growth is constrained by anaemic private investment. Clearly,
investment trumps universal basic handouts when the investment rate is lower than at any time since 2004-05.

As self-appointed censors bully artists in Jaipur, Chief Minister
Vasundhara Raje cannot look away.

It couldn’t be a worse publicity reel for Rajasthan. As
filmmaker Sanjay Leela Bhansali was directing his movie
Padmavati in Jaipur’s Jaigarh Fort, a mobile camera captured
grainy shots of Karni Sena protesters barging in, shouting
slogans, damaging equipment, pushing crew members, even
assaulting Bhansali, over his cinematic subject, Padmavati,
the fabled Rajput queen. Expectedly, shooting stopped;
- Bhansali and his crew packed up and left Jaipur.

The film crew is shaken by the assault. It must also feel
insecure because of the desultory attitude of the state — and
the resounding silence of Rajasthan Chief Minister Vasundhara Raje. Jaipur police did arrest five Karni Sena
members; but they were released apparently as no complaint was filed. It is time Vasundhara Raje
acknowledges something rotting in the state of Rajasthan.Different political regimes have presided over the rot
and the attack on Bhansali joins an inglorious queue. In 2012, when the Jaipur Literature Festival (JLF) invited
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writer Salman Rushdie, a right-wing Muslim group threatened to burn the venue down. The Karni Sena (which
prevented Ashutosh Gowarikar’s film Jodhaa Akbar from releasing in Rajasthan in 2008, angered over Rajput
Jodha shown as the Mughal emperor’s wife) was arguably emboldened and in 2014, when Ekta Kapoor
addressed the JLF, the Karni Sena protested her Jodhaa Akbar TV show, smashing glass, shouting threats.
Bullying entered other creative sites. The Jaipur art summit experienced vigilantism in 2015, and artists were
attacked over a cow installation. In 2016, paintings were found “objectionable” enough for right-wing Hindu
activists to physically assault the painter.Significantly, the response of all politicians has been to overlook the
glaring challenge to the writ of the state. From the Congress to BJP, no powerful voice supports beleaguered
artists, writers or filmmakers, instead looking away from “non-state” censors crushing fundamental freedoms
of individuals and groups. Today, as Bhansali is reportedly pressured into dropping certain sequences, even
changing the title of his under-production movie, Vasundhara Raje must speak up. Known for initiating
modern governance reforms, Raje should reach out to Bhansali now and assure Padmavati’s crew — and a
wider audience — that Jaipur is not a decaying feudal palace, crumbling under its own anxieties, but a modern
Hawa Mahal, open to a diverse universe, able to handle disagreement and dissonance with maturity. Raje must
speak boldly against those imperilling free expression — and assure protection to those creating art under
Jaipur’s pink skies.
