Mental Healthcare Bill provides template for sensitive, choice-based
approach to treatment

In a welcome move, Parliament has passed the Mental Healthcare
-~ Bill, 2016, providing for mental healthcare services and
decriminalising attempts at suicide. The legislation takes a modern,
sensitive approach to mental health issues and comes on the heels of
Prime Minister Narendra Modi’s latest Mann ki Baat address where
he highlighted the issue of depression and the need to openly talk
about it. It's a fact that mental health issues continue to be
misunderstood in this country. Those suffering rarely get access to
counselling and modern medical treatment as their families try to
hide their condition out of a sense of shame.

Mental Healthcare Bill seeks to empower patients by protecting their legal rights and facilitating access to
treatment. For example, the bill provides for protection and restoration of property rights of mentally ill
persons and prohibits sterilisation at any stage of treatment. It also allows a mentally ill person to make an
advance directive explaining how he or she wants to be treated for the requisite illness.

The other laudable aspect of the new legislation is that it sheds the nanny state approach that is the hallmark of
our mostly outmoded laws shaped by the colonial era. In fact, archaic laws remaining on statute books is a huge
problem for governance as they clog up the criminal justice system and create scope for misuse. Hence, it’s
certainly positive that that the Mental Healthcare Bill declares that any person who attempts to commit suicide
shall be presumed to be under severe stress and not be tried or punished under the penal code. Prosecuting a
person for trying to commit suicide — akin to punishing a victim twice over — is, or was till recently, one of the
ridiculous manifestations of Indian law.In this respect, the praiseworthy provisions of the Mental Healthcare
Bill should be a springboard to secure an individual full rights over his or her life. Legal sanctity should be
conferred on living wills, where a person details future medical treatment in circumstances where he is unable
to provide informed consent. Equally important is recognising the right to passive euthanasia where terminally
ill patients can refuse painfully invasive treatments and opt for palliative care. It’s time medical care started to
respect patients’ choice.

This practice abuses democracy

The government’s move to tag substantive amendments, many
of the 40 relating to diverse aspects of regulation and
representation, on to the Finance Bill is an unwelcome blow to
the heart of Indian democracy. By incorporating these
amendments, which include subjects as diverse as the
mandatory necessity of Aadhaar numbers for income-tax
returns, removing transparency in political donations and
government meddling in the process of appointing appellate
tribunals, the Bill seeks to bypass broader parliamentary
scrutiny and debate. The government’s claim that these
diverse amendments can be lumped together as a Money Bill,
outside the scrutiny of the Rajya Sabha, where the BJP is in a
minority, holds no water. Most of the 40 amendments proposed have nothing to do with Article 110(1) of the
Constitution, defining a Money Bill: related to changes in taxation, spending of taxpayer money, changes in
Central or state accounting, etc. Many of these amendments are ridiculous. The merging of tribunals is devoid
of rationale.Thus, the airports regulator is sought to be subsumed under the telecommunications arbitrator.
Where is the logic here? Or for that matter, when the national highways jurisdiction is swallowed up by the
airports appellate tribunal? Can company law jurisdiction take over from an anti-monopoly board? And can
only be justified by the government’s desire to curb the autonomy of appellate tribunals? Removing the method
of appointment of regulatory bodies from their relevant statutes to rules to be formed by the government at will
smacks of a desire to fill these bodies with people who might well be trained as ventriloquist dummies.

The aam taxpayer has reasons to worry — tax officials have been given a freer hand to harass them. Removing
the cap of 7.5% of the average profits of the past three years for political contributions, in combination with the
wholly opaque electoral bonds, makes it possible to set up companies for the sole purpose of channelling
anonymous funds to favoured political parties. All these merit separate laws of their own.

Battery storage for renewable power

A burst of entrepreneurial energy down under promises to transform
the fortunes of renewable power. Path-breaking entrepreneur Elon
(Tesla) Musk is reportedly setting up a 100-MW hour power battery
storage capacity in South Australia, in 100 days flat. It would be the
world’s largest utility-scale power storage — at an attractive cost —
and slated to greatly boost renewable energy.Also notable is the fact
that Musk is leveraging scale economies to drive down the costs of
electric power storage. The ballpark figure stated is $250 per kWh as
capital expenditure, and about $0.3/kWh as operational-ex. Reports
says that the Australia facility would use conventional lithium-ion
batteries, for which Tesla is joining hands with Panasonic. But costs
should fall much further. There’s a paradigm shift in the offing in
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battery storage technology. Vanadium-flow batteries promise to quite dramatically reduce the op-ex for electric
storage to only about $0.05/kWh, which would amount to grid-parity tariffs here, in rupees. Note that the
sheer intermittency of renewable energy, solar or wind power, makes battery storage crucial, with op-ex
currently put at upwards of 30 cents/kWh. But this essentially ends up tripling the effective cost of renewable
power generation, not counting evacuation costs.The V-flow batteries are fully containerised, nonflammable
and reusable systems which discharge 100% of the stored energy. They also do not degrade for more than 20
years and seem eminently scalable. But currently the only V-flow battery is in Washington state in the US, of 8
MWh capacity built using a proprietary molecule as electrolyte. Proactive policies and multilateral initiatives
can well rev up storage capacity. There is other exciting research in battery technology, too.

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Martyr to no god

Atheism is the NOTA button of religious choice. It deserves every
safeguard from law and the state.

Despite legal protection accorded to the freedom of religion, the assault on rationalism in general and atheism
in particular continues. H. Farook has joined Narendra Dabholkar, Govind Pansare and M.M. Kalburgi in the
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ranks of the martyrs to no god. The only difference between them is that he was not a prominent rationalist,
but a Coimbatore scrap dealer with a strong sense of identity. Farook’s father has offered the finest tribute to
his son’s memory. Disappointed by an orthodoxy which will not brook dissent, he has decided to become an
atheist himself. Thus, he has expanded a question pertaining to the freedom of religion into an issue of the
freedom of speech. It is not enough to be an atheist; one must also have the freedom to proclaim it without fear.

While this instance involves Muslims, it is not a Muslim issue. When political events turn religion into a focus
of identity, atheism and agnosticism threaten orthodoxies across religious divides, ignoring legal precedents
which safeguard religious freedoms. The most significant precedent is a 2014 judgment of the Bombay High
Court, which held that the government cannot force anyone to declare their religion in an official document. It
also observed that citizens have the right to declare that they do not belong to any religion. This is really not
unusual, in a region where numerous schools of atheism have flourished from antiquity. While Buddhism and
Jainism are commonly understood to be heterodox, the Carvaka and Ajivika schools of Hinduism are
unfortunately known only to scholars. This is apart from the numerous atheist and agnostic groups that have
flourished in modern times, often as part of reform movements.

In modern times, of course, the right to be guided by the senses and the intelligence rather than scripture is a
given. So is the importance of tolerance, without which the ideal of a borderless, globalised world would be
unattainable. The intolerant persecution of the atheist is a special case, along with honour killings and caste
abuse, since victims are attacked by the very community they were born into. Religious identity is only one of
the many personas which are assigned to us, and which we should be free to change or discard. At a time when
identity is central to politics, this freedom is as fundamental as the right to change party allegiances, and those
who would constrain it are enemies of democracy.
