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Nurture India’s human capital

For rapid economic growth, paying attention to health and nutrition is essential

I have had two careers, and India has been
central to both of them. At Microsoft, I
watched as the country developed a world-
class IT sector that is still driving
innovation in the field. At our foundation, I
focus on global health. India’s immense
diversity and size make it a source of both
defining challenges and cutting-edge
solutions for our sector.One of the most
important questions in India today is, what
; : will it take to trigger rapid economic
growth in the years and decades to come? Drawing on both of my careers, I can say with confidence that
it will take investments in health and nutrition, or what economists call human capital. Human capital has
always been important. For example, research shows that investments in fundamentals like health and
nutrition account for almost 40% of China’s phenomenal growth since the late 1970s. And, as India charts
its course for the future, the productivity and skill level of its workforce is becoming even more critical.

The export-oriented, low-skill, large-scale manufacturing jobs that developing economies have relied
upon (and that were the key to much of China’s success) are on the wane around the world. Automation
is reducing the amount of low-skill work the manufacturing sector requires.More importantly, high tech
sectors offer by far the greatest opportunity for growth. Advances in areas like artificial intelligence and
machine learning are spurring innovation and economic dynamism on which India can capitalize.For
these high tech sectors to grow at an optimal rate and spur the Indian economy, they’ll need to be able to
rely on Indian workers who are prepared to excel at these new and more demanding jobs. And that
requires a long-term plan to address health and nutrition across the country.

Part of the issue is productivity. More than half of Indian women and almost a quarter of Indian men of
working age suffer from anaemia. According to studies, they are anywhere from 5-15% less productive
than they could be, as a result. India also has the largest tuberculosis burden in the world, costing 170
million workdays in the country annually.But what'’s just as important as lost productivity now is lost
potential in the future. It is becoming increasingly clear that on many measures of cognitive ability,
malnourished Indian children perform two to three times worse than their adequately nourished
peers.Data from 2005-6 show that 48% of young children were malnourished. Since these children were
born between 12 and 17 years ago, it means that approximately half of new entrants to the workforce
today, about 4.5 million each year, are less likely to fulfill their potential due to poor health and
malnutrition.For an economy that will be more dependent on highly skilled workers, this poses a
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significant challenge. And it's one that really should be addressed now, given India’s demographic
outlook.

The next 15 years could be a time of extraordinary opportunity, as the working age population grows
relative to other population segments. India is poised to enjoy a prolonged period of what economists
sometimes call a favourable dependency ratio - a greater proportion of economic producers compared
with those who are economically dependent.But whether the country makes the most of its demographic
good fortune will depend on its ability to close the gap between the current and potential health of its
people.Of course, India’s growth will depend on additional factors beyond health and nutrition. Structural
transformation, including the flow of capital investment into more productive, high-tech sectors, is also
necessary. As Indians move from the countryside to cities in increasing numbers, investment must follow
them.However, without concurrent investment in health and nutrition, India won’t have the thriving
workforce it needs to take advantage of this structural transformation. Opportune investments in human
capital can maximise the impact of structural changes to India’s economy, and trigger growth that is
swift, inclusive, and sustained.

For this to happen, India urgently needs to boost its public investment in health while also improving
how private health spending is channelled. The emphasis needs to shift from current massive levels of
out-of-pocket spending to pooled spending.Moreover, the country needs to develop a stronger primary
healthcare and nutrition system, ensure that both private and public sector providers offer high-quality
services, and complete the unfinished agenda on infectious disease control. With these changes, India will
derive more value from its health expenditures and increase their impact on people’s lives and their
collective economic future.Since I started paying attention to India during my “first” career, the country’s
evolution has been phenomenal. With the right investment in India’s economy and India’s people, what
lies ahead will be even more impressive.

Cheering on ASEAN Games

India’s ‘Look East’ policy was upgraded to ‘Act
East’ policy in 2014 when Prime Minister
Narendra Modi had his first collective
interaction with Asean (Association of
Southeast Asia Nations). Three years later, the
momentum is visible in Delhi’s mission for
wider footprints in the region, keeping
sensitivities of each of the 10 Asean countries
in mind.Modi’'s address in Manila and
interaction with Asean leaders in Manila at the
East Asia and Indo-Asean summits subtly
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touched on key strands of India’s outreach policy without being aggressive. This has set the stage for the
Indo-Asean Commemorative Summit in January 2018, which is being made to coincide with this year’s
Republic Day celebrations where, in an unprecedented gesture, all 10 Asean leaders will be chief guests.

The India-US-Australia-Japan Quadrilateral (‘Quad’) meet held after a decade — aimed as an architecture
of like-minded countries to hedge the Chinese juggernaut — and Modi’s emphasis on India’s support for a
rules-based order in the region indicate that Delhi backs multipolarity in the Indo-Pacific. Modi also made
it a point to separately meet leaders of the three other Quad states, besides Vietnam, in Manila.Yet, the
Quadrilateral is unlikely to be upgraded to a ministerial or a leadership level meet anytime soon. Modi
also made it a point to have a one-on-one pull aside with Chinese Premier Xi Jinping at the East Asia
Summit ahead of Russia-India-China ministerial meet in Delhi in December. Smaller groupings appear to
assist stakeholders achieve desired geopolitical goals of individual states. India, in particular, is keen to
maintain its strategic autonomy, especially when its boundary with China s disputed and Washington
continues to maintain a balanced approach visa-vis Beijing.

As the Great Game in the Indo-Pacific evolves, India has legitimate reasons to pursue a proactive policy to
widen its connectivity linkages with Southeast and East Asia. While China stakes its claim as a maritime
power under its Maritime Silk Route strategy involving its One Belt, One Road (Obor) initiative, India’s
centuries-old maritime links with the Asean region are well-documented.The revival of these linkages is
aimed at acknowledging deep cultural bonds and trade routes that would be the basis for Delhi’s ‘Act
East’ policy in an extended neighbourhood. It aims to provide an alternative to Obor as it is increasingly
clear that countries are not willing to put all their eggs in one basket.Trade between India and Asean
stood at $71 billion in 2016-17 and comprises 10.85% of India’s total trade with the world. An early
conclusion of a balanced Regional Comprehensive EconomicPartnership Agreement will further boost
India’s trade and investment ties with the region.

The Asean region, along with India, comprises a population of 1.85 billion: one-fourth of the global
population and acombined GDP of over $3.8 trillion, creating one of the largest economic spaces in the
world. Investments from Asean in the last 17 years have been over $70 billion, accounting for more than
17% of India’s total inbound FDI. Indian investments in Asean during the same period have been more
than $40 billion.Indo-Asean bilateral trade and investment remains robust and there is scope to further
increase this by further enhancing economic cooperation. India supports Asean’s unity and centrality in
the regional security architecture and has taken a number of initiatives in capacity-building, engaging in
projects as part of initiatives for Asean integration, particularly focused on the CLMV countries:
Cambodia, Laos, Myanmar and Vietnam.

India has three funds that help finance such projects. There is the India-Asean Cooperation Fund, which
has a corpus of $100 million. There is also the Asean-India Green Fund, along with the Asean-India
Science and Technology Fund.Enhancing connectivity, including physical, digital, economic, cultural and
people-to-people connectivity, should be the focus in India’s cooperation with the Asean region, given its
historical ties with this region. What is imperative at this stage is a connect between Delhi and Asean
based on India’s soft power.India also enjoys immense amount of goodwill in this region. Therefore, it is
imperative to build on this aspect to further politico-security, economic and socio-cultural pillars of
India’s engagement with the Asean countries. Delhi’s benign and non-interfering approach has many
takers in Asean, with its countries looking for a ‘wider’ presence by India to balance Beijing’s hegemony.

Warm, warmer

Rich countries must pay more for plans to limit and deal with climate change

As the 23rd conference of the UN Framework Convention on Climate Change in Bonn shifts into high gear,
developing countries including India are focussing on the imperatives of ensuring adequate financing for
mitigation and adaptation. They are moving ahead with specific instruments for loss and damage they
suffer due to destructive climate-linked events. India’s progress in reducing the intensity of its
greenhouse gas emissions per unit of GDP by 20-25% from 2005 levels by 2020, based on the
commitment made in Copenhagen in 2009, has been positive. Early studies also suggest that it is on track
to achieve the national pledge under the 2015 Paris Agreement for a 33-35% cut in emissions intensity
per unit of growth from the same base year by 2030, and thus heed the 2°C warming goal. Since this
performance is predicated on a growth rate of just over 7%, and the parallel target for 40% share of
renewable energy by that year, the national road map is clear. What is not, however, is the impact of
extreme weather events such as droughts and floods that would have a bearing on economic growth. It is
in this context that the rich countries must give up their rigid approach towards the demands of low and
middle income countries, and come to an early resolution on the question of financing of mitigation,
adaptation and compensation. Of course, India could further raise its ambition in the use of green
technologies and emissions cuts, which would give it the mantle of global climate leadership.

The climate question presents a leapfrog era for India’s development paradigm. Already, the country has
chalked out an ambitious policy on renewable energy, hoping to generate 175 gigawatts of power from
green sources by 2022. This has to be resolutely pursued, breaking down the barriers to wider adoption
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of rooftop solar energy at every level and implementing net metering systems for all categories of
consumers. At the Bonn conference, a new Transport Decarbonisation Alliance has been declared. It is
aimed at achieving a shift to sustainable fuels, getting cities to commit to eco-friendly mobility and
delivering more walkable communities, all of which will improve the quality of urban life. This presents a
good template for India, building on its existing plans to introduce electric mobility through buses first,
and cars by 2030. Such measures will have a beneficial effect not just on transport choices, but on public
health through pollution abatement. A national law to raise the efficiency of transport could well be the
answer, which the States will readily adopt if supportive financial arrangements are built in. There is
some worry that an increase in coal, oil and gas production could negate some of the gains made. The
record in this sphere will naturally be evaluated against India’s Paris Agreement pledge to use a
combination of incentives for clean production and levies on fuel to maintain a balance.

The nude reality

Dropping of two films selected for the festival in Goa points to the shrinking of spaces
for creative freedom

Editorial

These aren’t the best of times for Indian filmmakers. Even as a high-decibel coalition of interest groups
threatens to stall the release of Sanjay Leela Bhansali’s Padmavati, the Indian Panorama section of the
International Film Festival of India (IFFI), scheduled to open in Goa next week, has run into controversy.
Two films — Ravi Jadhav’s Nude, which was to be the inaugural film and S Durga by Sanal Kumar
Sasidharan — selected for the Panorama by a 13-member jury, are missing from the final list released by
the Information and Broadcasting Ministry. Jury chairman, Sujoy Ghosh, has resigned while the aggrieved
directors have sought an explanation from the ministry.

Both the directors suspect that their films have been dropped from the Panorama because of the 1&B
officialdom’s squeamishness about the titles. Kumar had renamed his much-acclaimed film as S Durga —
the lead character is called Durga — after the censors objected to the original title, Sexy Durga. If the 1&B
ministry is indeed responsible, it must explain why it deemed it necessary to change a list of films chosen
by a jury of experts. The Panorama jury has the mandate and autonomy to pick films that are worthy of
an [FFI screening. Any intervention by outsiders, including the ministry, in its work is tantamount to
imposing censorship and can subvert an institutionalised process.

The ministry’s role in the conduct of the IFFI certainly does not include deciding on the films to be
screened. In any case, film screenings at festivals like the IFFI are different from box-office releases.
Festival screenings attract audiences of committed cinema-watchers and offer space for experimental
and independent films, like Nude and S Durga, whose aesthetics may not have a wider appeal. There is
now a deliberate attempt to shrink such spaces.This discomfort with creative works that refuse to
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conform with populist or majoritarian notions of aesthetics, history and morality is increasingly
becoming all pervasive. Our Constitution guarantees the freedom of speech and expression to all, but
small interest groups frequently manage to silence the artist in the name of communal sensitivities and
notions of morality. Unfortunately, in states like Rajasthan (Padmavati) and Tamil Nadu (the attack on
writer Perumal Murugan), the governments have sided with the mob. The IFFI-Panorama controversy
joins a dismal and lengthening list.
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
