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An Unhealthy Call By President Trump

President Donald Trump’s decision to suspend US’ contribution, roughly between $400 million and $500
million, to the World Health Organisation (WHO) could not have been more ill-timed or ill-advised. It will
hobble the WHO at a time when it needs to function at its optimum. There is no doubt that the WHO
needs to be reformed and strengthened. The G20 virtual meeting stressed this aspect. But now is not the
moment to push for the review or changes that are required at the WHO. The priority has to be to slow
down the spread, to assist in the development of vaccines and therapies to treat Covid-19.

Trump argued that the WHO failed in its duties, alleging that the WHO and Director-General Tedros
Adhanom Ghebreyesus shielded China’s culpability in the spread of Covid-19. And given the toll in the US
arising from this move, Trump said he saw no reason why the US with a contribution 10 times that of
China should continue to fund the WHO. While President Trump’s disregard and distrust of multilateral
institutions is no secret, his complaints about the WHO may not be completely wrong. However, casting
aspersions in the midst of the worst-ever public health crisis is not helpful. As UN Secretary-General
Anténio Guterres has said, the time for review is once the crisis has passed. For the moment, it will fall on
other member States, foundations and private donors to step up to make up for the shortfall in funds,
much like businessman-philanthropist and former New York Mayor Mike Bloomberg stepped in to
support the UN on climate change.

The WHO must be strengthened, and reforms are necessary. The multilateral public health body must
have institutional access to and assess information from sources other than national governments, which
should be part of the post-Covid agenda.

Only WHO

No other agency can match it for reach and credibility. It can be questioned, must not
be undermined

At a time when the world is fighting its worst pandemic in decades, its premier health agency has,

unfortunately, been caught in the crossfire of an unseemly battle between its two leading powers. After
fulminating against the WHO for weeks for being “Beijing-centric” and accusing it of failing to do enough
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to stop the novel coronavirus from spreading after it first surfaced in China, US President Donald Trump
announced, on Tuesday, that he is cutting off funds to the global health body. “Funding would be on hold
for 60 to 90 days pending a review of the WHO’s warnings about the coronavirus and China,” he said. The
White House has said that the US funds are likely to go to other international health outfits. No other
health agency, however, can match the WHO in reach — and credibility.

The WHO’s recommendations are not set in stone. Indeed, as this paper reported last week, India has not
followed the global health agency’s advice on combating the coronavirus to the hilt — and rightly so.
Many of the WHQ'’s actions are also not above criticism. But the global agency’s decades-long work in low
and middle-income countries and its robust understanding of a variety of cultural contexts mean that an
empowered WHO holds the key to protecting the interests of the poor and most vulnerable countries
during the pandemic. The WHO has guided the immunisation programmes in several countries, including
India; it has been at the forefront of the fight against several diseases, with notable successes such as
eradicating smallpox globally and eliminating polio in several parts of the world; it has helped draw up
agendas on mental health and persuaded its members to sign landmark conventions on tobacco-control.
In the past three decades, the WHO has helped nations frame strategies during outbreaks such as Zika,
Ebola and HIV/AIDS. The agency’s role in developing a vaccine against Ebola, in fact, illuminates one of its
key advantages - no other health outfit can bring together scientists, industry, regulators and
governments during a public health emergency as rapidly as the WHO.

In a globalised world, pathogens such as viruses and bacteria cannot be contained within national
borders. But the coronavirus pandemic seems to have exacerbated isolationist tendencies in the world.
Information sharing between nations has not always been adequate and countries have often resorted to
unfair trade practices with respect to scarce resources such as personal protection equipment. In such a
situation, the WHO has often been the sobering voice, calling for international solidarity. Even as they
need to question it sometimes, nations need to add their weight to the global health agency’s voice - not
undermine it in a critical time.

Who's afraid of the WHO ?

China pulls WHO's strings, India needs to be cautious — and tough

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China is scripting the emerging economic
story of coronavirus and knows the untold
story of the COVID pandemic. As the World
Health Organisation (WHO) finds itself in the
eye of pandemic politics, power and pelf are
competing with patients and poverty. The
best that WHO’s Ethiopian head Tedros
Adhanon Ghebreyesus can come up with as
thousands are dying is to say leaders should
not politicise the issue. It is an open secret
that politics and arm twisting, not merit, got
him his job.

Tedros was his country’s Minister of Health (2005—2012) and Minister of Foreign Affairs (2012 to
2016).1In 2017, China catapulted him to lead the WHO as its Director General (DG) with India, the world’s
largest democracy, playing second fiddle. We will never know who gamed India inside and abroad, but
tough questions must be asked.

Between ordering 10,000 ventilators from China and firefighting a diplomatic war against Beijing’s
ceaseless incursions into India’s territorial rights on land and at the United Nations (UN), the pandemic is
a wake-up call for New Delhi.

Public health is a rights-driven developmental track for any country, especially for India. Shouldn’t the
ministries of foreign, trade, information and broadcasting, home, finance, women and child development,
law, infrastructure and industry, among others, be part of the country’s health equation and decision-
making on a daily basis? Should the WHO be sitting in on high-level health ministry discussions given
what we now know about its allegiance to all things Chinese?

China, an economic and military behemoth, now seeks the same power in public health. India, with its
double burden of disease and an uncritical alignment with the WHO, is fertile ground for data and dollars.
As it fights the Dharavi spread in Mumbai with rapid and mass testing — and the WHO watches closely —
the battle will be won by India and India alone.

For now, India, like most countries, is at China’s mercy thanks in large part to years of short-sightedness
and corruption in the health sector. While it is hailed as the pharmacy of the world and has sent drugs as
humanitarian assistance, India relies heavily on raw materials from China. Quick thinking and swift
action can reverse this.

Says Dinesh Thakur, the man who blew the whistle on Ranbaxy: “India’s chemists are aggressively
courted, relocated to Chinese cities for their know-how on how to chemically synthesise bulk drugs. Our
generic pharmaceutical industry cannot make what patients need until they secure bulk-drug from China
for many life-saving drugs.”

In an unusual public display of anger, Tedros said criticism of his handling of the situation was wrong and
said he had been called names, including “Negro”. In another outburst, he warned of increased bodybags
in a direct reference to criticism from the US. Tedros’s African origin was his overarching campaign
profile and the world genuinely applauded an African head for the WHO. Western democracies knew who
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and what Tedros was but they underestimated their own economic and public health dependence on
China. By using the “N” word now, Tedros and China have upped the ante.

Geneva, where the WHO is headquartered, is a small city that leaks like a sieve. In fact, during Tedros’s
campaign, WHO officials kept rivals informed of all activities and some were exposed in emails that
leaked. Traders, not public health officials, do that. The trading tradition continues. The WHO, and by
extension China, has a roster of friendly journalists/moderators/commentators and civil society groups
who are now speaking to script.

The propaganda team'’s job is focused on blaming US President Donald Trump for contemplating cutting
off funding for the WHO and not Tedros, for taking orders from China about the pandemic. The war is not
between an American President (with a dismal record on public health in his country) and Tedros. It is
between Tedros, a global public health head, and his subservience to China. That ship of trust, the
cornerstone of public health work that the WHO should have been leading, has long set sail.

Media reports from London and New York follow the party line. Protecting Tedros is important as the
WHO needs money to help poor countries with weak health systems. Gaping holes in health systems in
the United Kingdom (UK) and the US that COVID-19 has shown can wait — poor Indians make better
copy. That, unfortunately, is the level of cynicism.

Tedros’s attitude towards human rights is as problematic as his silence about China. In 2013, The
Guardian asked why UK taxpayers’ money was funding paramilitary forces in Ethiopia that stood
“accused of numerous human rights abuses and summary executions”. The newspaper sourced the
information to an internal UK Department of International Development (DfID) document. The agency
responded saying its goal was to “improve security, professionalism and accountability” and training
would be outsourced. Tedros was Minister for Foreign Affairs at the time.

War chests are being mobilised to help the WHO help China disburse aid and assistance to dying people
and gasping economies. The recent announcement by the World Bank to fast track $1.9 billion for health
systems to respond to Covid also includes Ethiopia. For the first time in its history, the WHO has opened
its doors to private funding via a Solidarity fund and China is expected to keep an eye on this. Who will
keep track of how the money is spent?

The WHO was founded in 1948. India was a founding member of its parent body, the UN, in 1945. New
Delhi must decide if it wants to blindly follow the blind or lead by bringing the WHO back to its original

promise. At stake is the country’s economic security of which public health is a key component. India can
either be a part of history or pick up the pen even in these times of distress and rewrite it.

Blue skies and cleaner air

Let’s seize opportunity to drive economy forward without driving air pollution up

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Amid the gloom of the daily assault on our society by the coronavirus and the lockdown against it, one
silver lining along our collective clouds has been impossible to miss — the bright blue skies and cleaner
air.

The national capital region — which, on average, sees most of the days in a year in the poor to severe
category on the national Air Quality Index — has witnessed something akin to a miracle. With the
lockdown in effect, and construction, industrial and vehicular activity down to a crawl, the capital has
been experiencing record levels of clean air.

Barring a single day on April 5, when a few overzealous supporters of the prime minister chose to take
the latter’s call to light lamps in support of our critical service providers to the next level — by bursting
firecrackers — the AQI levels in the city have dropped to scarcely believable levels. It has been refreshing
to see the AQI below 30 on most days.

Even prior to the lockdown, during the single-day “janata curfew” on March 21, the gains Delhiites
received were immense: Reportedly, the Central Board of Pollution Control pointed out that it registered
whopping reductions in PM 10 levels (-44 per cent), PM2.5 (-34 per cent) and Nitrogen Oxide (-51 per
cent). The following week, with the lockdown, saw a 71 per cent plunge in all these indicators.

It's not just Delhi that is breathing easier. A recent (and surprisingly fact-based) gem that was doing the
rounds on WhatsApp revealed that thanks to clear skies, you could now, for the first time, view the
foothills of the Himalayas in neighbouring Himachal from Jalandhar in Punjab.

The clean air that has replaced the smog in some of our most polluted regions is not just a glimpse of an
experience that most Indians have almost forgotten existed. There is a more serious reason why this is
worth paying attention to.

Initial research by Harvard’s T H Chan School of Public Health has suggested that there could be a
correlation between air pollution and the lethality of COVID-19. Through their findings, based on data
from nearly 3,000 counties in the US, the researchers have pointed out that a marginal increase in long-
term exposure to PM2.5 could contribute to a higher fatality rate among those affected with coronavirus.
The study showed that counties that registered on average as little as one microgram per cubic metre of
PMZ2.5 more than their counterparts had a COVID fatality rate that was 15 per cent higher.

A similar study in Italy by scientists from Denmark’s Aarhus University pointed out that regions in the
northern part of that country, which faced high levels of air pollution, also registered the highest number
of coronavirus-related deaths (12 per cent versus 4.5 per cent in the southern part). This trajectory
mirrors a 2003 study by the University of California which found that the impact of the Severe Acute
Respiratory Syndrome (SARS) in China was more fatal in parts of the country that suffered from poor air
quality.

This should be a matter of concern for all of us who live in regions where the air quality has perennially
remained poor. Severe exposure to foul air inevitably means that most of us have gradually developed
weaker respiratory systems and other conditions that would make us even more vulnerable to a virus
like COVID-109.

India’s situation is horrific in this regard. A study conducted by the Kolkata-based Chittaranjan National
Cancer Institute (CNCI) found that the key indicators of respiratory health and lung function of school
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children in Delhi between four and 17 years of age were markedly worse than their counterparts
elsewhere. Indeed, the figures were twice to four times as bad for children in Delhi than in other places,
and were not reversible.

[ remain confident that as a country we will collectively pull through our current crisis. Eventually, the
lockdown too will be lifted, and we will have to kickstart the economy. We cannot realistically expect to
continue to hold back our economic activity the way we are doing right now. Livelihoods matter almost
as much as lives.

But we should seize the opportunity to try and find a way to drive the economy forward without once
again driving our air pollution levels through the roof. Renewable energy is part of the answer, and there
are other steps the government must take. As a concerned MP who has convened multiple high-level and
cross-sectoral stakeholder gatherings to find solutions to our crisis of poor air, and as an Indian politician
representing lakhs of people, I've been concerned at how little traction my efforts received. There is no
doubt that neither public health, generally, nor air pollution, specifically, has yet won or lost an election
for any Indian politician.

That must change. We must not lapse into inaction when the lockdown is lifted and the silent killer of
poor air quality resurfaces. In a country as diverse and stratified as ours, the crises that we are required
to address daily are many: Often, some will have to take priority over others. But ultimately we must
recognise that toxic air affects us all, no matter which part of the country we come from, what political
and ideological affiliations we may have, or what socio-economic class we find ourselves in.

The COVID crisis has prompted many of us to vow to fight for greater emphasis on public health in our
country, which currently devotes only a woeful 1.28 per cent of GDP to keeping Indians healthy. Not only
does this not undermine our need to grow the economy, it is essential to strengthen our economy instead.
Because the engine of growth is the Indian workforce, and an unhealthy and vulnerable workforce will
not generate the growth we need. Let’s defeat COVID, and let’s also make cleaner air an indispensable
part of our defence against the next deadly contagion.

Making Bharat Ayushman

Private sector must be a wholehearted partner of government in fight against COVID-
19

The country — indeed the world at large — is facing the century’s biggest crisis. Countries across the

development spectrum are grappling with an unprecedented situation in which a viral illness, COVID-19,
has spiralled into a global pandemic in less than 90 days, bringing most of the world to a standstill.
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The government has responded quickly, decisively and comprehensively, putting in place a strong and
effective whole-of-government approach. However, as the epidemic progresses, this may not suffice. We
will need a whole-of-society response.

According to the WHO, a critical lesson from the 2014-16 West African Ebola epidemic was that both the
public and private sector need to work in tandem in responding to large-scale epidemics. In the COVID-19
response in India, the private sector — which includes the for-profit and not-for-profit segments — has
to play an even more important role, as it is the dominant provider of health services in the country. The
NSSO 71st round data on social consumption of health show that private hospitals, clinics and nursing
homes provide over 70 per cent of healthcare. Data on the nearly 1 crore treatments received under the
Ayushman Bharat Pradhan Mantri Jan Arogya Yojana (AB PM-JAY) corroborate this finding, showing that
over half of all treatments are being availed of from private providers, accounting for over 60 per cent of
total disbursements.

Currently, much of COVID-19 testing and treatment is being done in public facilities. As the epidemic
progresses, both these services will need to be expanded several-fold and the private sector will need to
step in.

Creating a large and accessible testing infrastructure is the first weapon in the armoury. Countries like
South Korea, Singapore, Germany and Japan have been successful at controlling the spread of COVDID-19
and reducing mortality through early detection and quick containment. This has been possible only
through widespread testing. India has opened testing up to private labs. Testing has been included under
the AB PM-JAY as well. We need to substantially expand testing capacity. This cannot happen without the
active participation of the private sector.

Second, as the government deepens its containment efforts, the country will need to rapidly surge the
numbers of quarantine units, isolation wards and ICU beds in COVID-19-only hospitals. It will also need
to ensure increased and continued supply of essential medical products — from testing kits, masks and
other PPEs to oxygen and ventilators. According to a recent ICMR study, around five per cent of those
infected will need intensive care and half of those in intensive care units will need mechanical ventilation.
These projections translate into large numbers that considerably exceed the capacity of the government
health system.

During the current crisis, activities of the private health sector should be the core of national health
efforts. Private hospitals with adequate infrastructure will need to convert into COVID-19-only hospitals.
This process will, of course, have to be steered by the government through a clear policy framework of
designated hospitals, reporting and referral systems and an appropriate payment system. The experience
of purchasing healthcare services through implementation of the AB PM-JAY can provide the template
and know-how to work in partnership with the private sector.

Some private hospitals can help in managing the treatment of non-COVID-19 patients. With many
government facilities being converted into COVID-19-only hospitals, a large number of non-COVID-19
patients will need facilities and providers to take care of their other urgent, critical or continuing
healthcare needs. The AB PM-]JAY has started a process to bring on board more hospitals to respond to
such needs. It is assisting state governments in temporarily empanelling additional health facilities to
provide emergency care and treatment for other serious illnesses to all citizens, particularly the poor and
vulnerable. States like Madhya Pradesh and Punjab are leading this endeavour to strengthen their
medical infrastructure through private sector partnerships and nimble purchasing models.

Third, as more private providers join this fight, a major concern that will arise is keeping healthcare
workers from becoming infected. In addition to being at a high risk of contracting the virus, healthcare
workers are also potential carriers. Ensuring their protection is of paramount importance. Besides,
companies manufacturing essential medical products such as ventilators, masks and face shields, clinical
gloves, hand-rub, and sterilisation equipment will need to crank up their production. Direct support from
banks may be needed to keep production and supply chains going.

Fourth, the private sector will need to vigorously support the large ecosystem that drives the health
system, as the lockdown and ongoing epidemic restrict movement and normal economic activities.
Activities such as the production of essential drugs and medical products, logistics to maintain smooth
supply, transportation of health workers, and delivery of food and other essential items will need to not
only continue but also accelerate. Support for community activities such as night shelters and community
kitchens will need to be strengthened.

Finally, an adequate stage-wise response to the pandemic and its economic, social and political aftermath
will require the rapid filling of the many knowledge gaps. Government, private and not-for-profit
research institutions need to collaborate to understand the nature of transmission of the virus, the
factors that slow its spread, the most at-risk communities, or the optimal quarantine period.

The fight against COVID-19 is not a race to a hilltop. It involves the continuous management of an
evolving public health crisis that threatens to spawn economic and social crises. These multiple
dimensions will require a whole-of-society approach that goes beyond the government alone.

Consider this as an appeal to all private and charitable healthcare institutions to join this effort. This is
the time to play our individual and collective roles in the fight against COVID-19. In this moment, like
King Lear, “(t)he weight of this sad time, we must obey,” because “nothing will come of nothing.”

An Unnoticed Distress

Craftspeople have always Made in India. They now need state support

Craftspeople of all categories in India are largely ignored and left to fend for themselves. GST knocked
them sideways too. They are stoic people who suffer from deprivation and uncertainty of income.
However, it is tragic to note that the words “craftspeople, artisans, weavers, home-based skilled self-
employed” are nowhere mentioned in the large financial packages announced by the government. They
are at present unnoticed, invisible and silent, but their agonies are no less than those of migrant workers
and other distressed groups. A sympathetic article on a prominent website has channelled some direct
donations to those whose stories of hardship were told. A few are assisted by NGOs, but major plans are
needed for their immediate, short-term and then, long-term future.
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To regularly monitor different conditions of craft communities across nearly all states, calls are regularly
made to weavers’ groups, women'’s producer groups, multiple craft workers, potters, basket makers,
carpet weavers, traditional artists and especially, already economically weak artisans. Our general
findings are: One, some had raw material for only 15 days at the beginning of the lockdown. Two, bulk
orders have been cancelled. Three, in rural areas only some have enough stocks of rations. Those in
towns only buy monthly supplies and have no income now to replenish their shelves and no workers to
come for production.

Four, everyone reported that police were alert, strict and present everywhere. Five, no supplies had
reached those doing daily wage or job work in crafts. Six, the feeling was if the danger lifted by June or
July, they would have access to raw material again and be able to produce enough for the marketing
season. Seven, they do not expect huge sales in any event since the markets were already sluggish and the
prospects are now extremely bleak. Eight, weavers have looms in their homes but no yarn and large
numbers of very poor weavers working under them have to be paid immediately, which is a serious
problem. Nine, e-commerce has not been and is of no help at present. It is too optimistic to imagine this
will be a solution soon even if deliveries start because there has been no raw material or collective
activity during the lockdown.

Artisans desperately need support in the form of interest-free loans of Rs 5,000-Rs 10,000 per month per
family for two months backed by the government, since there is no budget allocated for this. The market
has always been the primary need for all creators with heritage skills. Craftspeople largely dependent on
tourism, as in Kashmir, they need a composite plan to stimulate demand so they can look forward to the
festival season. The corporate sector must step forward by August, with advance payments to order
festive season gifts for clients. Soft loans from banks must be quickly dispersed to craftspeople wanting to
purchase raw material when accessible.

The textile ministry urgently needs to focus on the specific needs for different areas in the country,
avoiding one-size-fits-all schemes. We do not know what KVIC is doing for spinners and weavers of khadi.

For the immediate future, if the spread of infection subsides by Dussehra, it will be a major psychological
victory of good over evil. Potters all over India can provide clay and even cow dung lamps this year. This
could replace imported tea lights. Millions of agarbattis are routinely lit daily in homes, prayer spaces,
shops, and other work establishments along with idols. Today, more than Rs 400 crore worth of roundly
cut bamboo sticks are imported from China and Vietnam by ITC, Cycle Brand and even Patanjali. The
Northeastern states abound in bamboo. They need small appropriate technologies for bulk production of
anything from drinking straws to cutlery, cutting boards, floorboards and furniture.

Multipurpose handloom gamchhas provided by weavers can serve as masks as the PM suggested. Re-
energised village industries with organic practices will reduce carbon footprints and discourage
migration. Unless there is recognition and support for our 50 million skilled artisans and craftspeople
through enabling sustainable livelihoods, many can be driven to penury and heritage skills will die. They
have always Made in India and can still Make in India. It will provide for a better long-term future than
the disastrous one we have built by forgetting our talents.
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Disastrous decision

WHO must not be victimised for Trump’s own failures in battling the virus

At a time when the World Health Organisation has been seeking at least $675 million additional funding
for critical response efforts in countries most in need during the pandemic, U.S. President Trump has
done the unthinkable — halting funding to WHO while a review is conducted to assess its “role in
severely mismanaging and covering up the spread of coronavirus” and for “failing to adequately obtain,
vet, and share information in a timely and transparent fashion”. The decision comes a week after he first
threatened to put funding on hold for the global health body. At over $500 million, the U.S. is WHO'’s
biggest contributor; America is also the worst-affected country — over 0.6 million cases and nearly
26,000 deaths. But halting funding at a crucial time will not only impact the functioning of the global body
but also hurt humanity. Many low and middle-income countries that look up to WHO for guidance and
advice, and even for essentials such as testing kits and masks, will be badly hit for no fault of theirs. With
a little over two million cases and over 1,27,000 deaths globally, the pandemic has been unprecedented
in scale. When solidarity and unmitigated support from every member-state is necessary to win the war
against the virus, withholding funding will not be in the best interest of any country, the U.S. included.
Failures due to oversight or other reasons, by WHO or member-states can always be looked into but not
in the midst of a pandemic.

Contrary to what Mr. Trump claims, WHO cannot independently investigate but can only rely on
individual member-states to share information. There has not been one instance when it has been found
“covering up” the epidemic in China. Rather, it has been continuously urging countries to aggressively
test people exhibiting symptoms and trace, quarantine and test contacts to contain the spread. It
repeatedly spoke of the window of opportunity, and once warned that it is narrowing. Historically, WHO
has been against travel and trade restrictions against countries experiencing outbreaks, and its position
was no different when, in January, it declared COVID-19 a public health emergency of international
concern. But it did support China’s large-scale mitigation measures to contain the virus spread. Faulting
WHO for imaginary failings cannot help Mr. Trump wash his hands of many administrative failures in
containing the epidemic. He has been blaming everyone else for his shortcomings in dealing with COVID-
19. But moving beyond blaming and actually withholding WHO funding can have disastrous outcomes. If
indeed he fervently believes that the U.S. has been misled, it is China that he must hold responsible for a
delayed alert. Previously, he praised both China and WHO. Obviously, the change in line is linked to a
desperate bid to hide his own failures.
