Trump suspending US funds to WHO undermines Covid-19 fight, America, world

In a shocking move, at a time when global Covid-19 cases have crossed 2 million and led to more than
1,30,000 deaths, US President Donald Trump has suspended American funding to WHO. As the largest
donor to WHO, the US suspending funds at this critical juncture weakens the global fight against the
Covid-19 pandemic.

It's not that Trump’s criticism of WHO is wholly without merit. There is evidence to suggest that the
agency went along with the Chinese line on the pandemic for much of January and February. As of
January 14, WHO was still denying human-to-human transmission of the virus even when the first Covid-
19 case outside China was reported in Thailand a day earlier. It also ignored warnings from Taiwan -
excluded from WHO thanks to Chinese pressure - about the spread of the disease back on December 31.
Plus, new internal documents suggest that Chinese authorities knew about the pandemic and kept quiet
for a critical six days till January 20. However, when a WHO team visited China in February, it merely
praised Chinese authorities for taking bold steps to contain the contagion.

But all of this still doesn’t mean WHO should be junked - that would be akin to throwing out the baby
with the bath water. It's the only body that can coordinate global action in a transnational health
emergency. True, Covid-19 has shown that the agency is in need of reform. But junking it forecloses the
possibility of improving it. It's worth remembering that had it not been for WHO and the worldwide
scientific cooperation that it fosters, the SARS epidemic wouldn’t have been stopped in its tracks and
could have been as bad as the current Covid-19 pandemic.

Also, we haven’'t yet seen the last of Covid-19 havoc. If it's allowed to spread unchecked in
underdeveloped countries, and these are left to their own devices, it won’t be long before it comes back to
wealthy countries, including the US, in second and third waves. Suspending funding reduces US voice in
the international agency and allows countries like China to further increase their influence, the very thing
Trump wants to avoid. Sure, globalisation has had problems and China has gamed it. But the answer to
that is more and better globalisation. As Covid-19 has shown, we all swim or sink together.
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India Faces Sophie’s Choice

The government’s tragic lockdown dilemma is that it has to pick between lives

The old idea that civilisation is destroyed from
within, not from without, has been turned upside
down. In just a few weeks a virus ten-thousandth of a
millimetre in diameter has spread around the world
like wildfire from a market in Wuhan, to threaten our
civilised order. How we respond to the moral
dilemmas raised by Covid-19 will reflect on our
values and the number of lives we save.

The first dilemma: Given its horrific cost, was the
lockdown necessary? President Donald Trump in
America and Prime Minister Boris Johnson in the UK
dawdled and both nations paid a heavy price.
Johnson considered an alternative: Allow the virus to
spread until most people get infected and become immune; with herd immunity, the outbreak would
fizzle out. When told that 2,60,000 people would die so that the rest of the UK could live, he backed off.

India’s choices also became clear when faced with the consequences. Epidemiologists’ models predicted
around 400 million Indians would be infected by end July - with 40 million severe cases - and at the
peak, 10 million patients would have to be hospitalised. But India has only 1,00,000 intensive-care beds
and 20,000 ventilators. Creating herd immunity would mean about half of India would need to be
infected, and with a 1% mortality rate 6.5 million would die. This is not an imaginary exercise: 17 million
Indians actually died in the 1918 Spanish Flu. Lockdown is, thus, the only answer.

The lockdown has worked in China and the world is implementing some variant of it. But social activists
like Harsh Mander have argued against it because: 1) it would hurt the poor unconscionably; 2) social
distancing is not possible in crowded India; and 3) Covid-19 cases in India are tiny. This reasoning is
flawed. The lockdown will slow down the virus’s spread, which will help the poor far more by improving
their chances for a hospital bed. India’s Covid numbers are small so far because we are not testing enough
people. Our death numbers are also low because India typically records only about 25% of deaths, many
of which might show up in records as respiratory distress, not Covid.

During this lockdown, a poor migrant from Bihar was heard to say, ‘If corona does not kill me, losing my
job and hunger will." He expressed the tragic choice facing the desperate government: ‘Who should live
and who should die?’ Even if India manages to contain deaths through lockdowns, the coronavirus is
likely to spread until a vaccine or cure is widely available. Extended or multiple lockdowns will bring
mass unemployment and a brutal recession.
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The worst affected will be half a billion daily wage earners, many of whom may die of hunger. The cost of
welfare packages will destroy government’s finances, already weak after a terrible slowdown. The
pandemic could turn India back by decades, killing the hopes of a generation. From a fast growing middle
income economy, India could become a desperately poor nation.

The dilemma is in the old adage: Is the cure worse than the disease? Some states in the US have appealed
to this maxim by justifying not locking down. Texas Lt Governor Dan Patrick added another dimension by
suggesting that the elderly should be willing to die in order to save the young. Can our moral intuitions
justify such conclusions?

Framing the question as a trade-off between saving people from the virus but condemning those who
survive to a life of hunger and poverty, you reach what Derek Parfit, the moral philosopher, called a
‘repugnant conclusion’. Both options are as offensive as Sophie’s Choice, when Meryl Streep has to choose
between saving one of her children and killing the other. [ too wondered if it was worth saving lives if the
result was a world teeming with lives not worth living. But then I asked myself, would I choose to let my
son die of Covid-19? My moral intuition was clear: I would choose to save a present life rather than worry
about future lives. Vidura in the Mahabharata made the opposite decision and chose to sacrifice a person
to save a village.

In the coming weeks, Indian doctors will face other dilemmas: With only one ICU bed, do I give it to a 20-
year-old patient or a 50-year-old, both with equal chances of recovery? Current rules of triage prefer the
young as their life is still unlived. Some would prefer the 50-year-old who has experience and skills and
might contribute more to society. But we all agree that you don’t choose on the basis of wealth, caste, or
religion. [ would choose based on ‘first come first served’. Whatever the doctor decides, something of
moral value is lost, leaving him scarred for life. After the crisis, we shall face other dilemmas. Currently
surveillance apps/ data networks are helping governments to trace infected persons. How do we wrest
this new power from the state after the crisis?

[t takes centuries to create civilisation but only weeks to lose it. How our leaders cope with moral
dilemmas reflects our values. Americans are paying a heavy price for Trump’s Covid scepticism. Winston
Churchill diverted American food ships meant for Bengal’s famine to feed troops in Europe - think of his
political standing after the war. It is difficult to be good in any age. But in the age of coronavirus it is
especially important to respond rightfully to preserve our values.
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Sobering Portent

With exports down, private consumption and investment depressed, government
spending will play key role

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India’s merchandise exports plunged by a staggering 34.6 per cent in March as the dislocation of
economic activities due to the coronavirus spread across the world. This sharper than expected fall was
due to a combination of factors — the disruption of supply chains in China, which, coupled with weak
global demand and lockdowns in large parts of the world, resulted in cancellation of export orders, as
well as the imposition of the lockdown in India which restricted economic activity beginning in the last
week of March. The situation is likely to have worsened in April on account of the extension of the
lockdown in not just India, but in large parts of Europe and the US, which are among India’s major trading
partners.

At the aggregate level, data from the commerce ministry shows that India’s merchandise exports in
March stood at $21.4 billion, down from $32.7 billion in the same month last year. The decline in exports
was broad-based, with all sectors barring iron ore registering a contraction: Engineering goods fell by
42.3 per cent, gems and jewellery by 41 per cent, leather products by 36.8 per cent, and readymade
garments by 34.9 per cent. This stunning collapse in trade is in line with the World Trade Organisation’s
estimates which had projected merchandise trade to fall by 13-32 per cent in 2020 — North America and
Asia are likely to be the hardest hit, and nearly all regions are expected to witness double digit falls in
trade volumes as global demand collapses. Equally worrying, the trade data also showed that non-oil
non-gold imports declined sharply by 30.5 per cent in March, signalling depressed domestic demand —
the decline was broad-based, across both capital and consumer goods segments.

At this juncture it is difficult to gauge to what extent easing the restrictions on select economic activities
after April 20, and the likely lifting of other lockdown curbs post May 3, are able to ease export growth in
the near term. It is quite likely that it will take some time for exports to return to normal, in part, due to
raw material and labour shortages, logistical challenges and the fall in global demand. Given this
situation, it is difficult to see net exports as being a driver of growth in the near-term. And with both
private consumption and investment activity likely to remain depressed, the economy will be heavily
reliant on government spending. In such a scenario, the central government must clearly lay out its
strategy on how it plans to support the economy during this difficult period.

Assurance for tough times

Insolvency code should be suspended for six months to help companies recover

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The economic consequences of the COVID-19
pandemic and the lockdown that followed will
undoubtedly be disastrous. These crippling blows
have come close on the heels of the worst
economic slowdown experienced by the country
in the recent past. Almost every sector was badly

™ affected. The manufacturing sector had seen a
drastic drop in production due to a steep fall in
consumption. The lockdown has badly affected the
service sector, particularly travel, hospitality, and
wholesale and retail trade.

After the lockdown is over, several companies are likely to default on their dues to both operational and
financial creditors. The latter include banks and others who have given financial assistance to a company
in the form of loans and debentures. According to a 2018 amendment to the Insolvency and Bankruptcy
Code (IBC) 2017, flat purchasers are also deemed as financial creditors. An operational creditor is just
about anyone who has to receive money from a company. The IBC provides a fast-track mechanism to
deal with companies which are unable to repay their creditors and have become financially unviable.
Section 22 of the Code mandates the appointment of a Resolution Professional (RP) who is expected to
miraculously turn around the company in 330 days. If this attempt fails, the company goes into
liquidation.

The IBC’s provisions have been extensively used by various creditors whose dues were not paid. Initially,
the threshold limit was just Rs 1 lakh and the IBC became an effective recovery mechanism for all
operational creditors. Just before the lockdown, the finance minister raised the threshold for invoking the
insolvency provisions to Rs 1 crore. She said that this limit was being raised to prevent proceedings being
initiated against small and medium enterprises.

After the lockdown, several enterprises, large, medium and small, might not be able to pay their dues, at
least in the short-term. The easiest way for a creditor to recover money is to initiate insolvency
proceedings against the debtor company and threaten it with liquidation. The shutdown of business after
the lockdown could have a domino effect. If an auto-manufacturer has shut down its operations, the
ancillary units will not get their dues. This would then lead to non-payment to downstream vendors and
service providers as well. It might take at least three to four months for the situation to stabilise.

The most important, and immediate, step that needs to be taken is to have a six-month moratorium on
the IBC. It may be necessary to promulgate an ordinance suspending the prospective operation of
Sections 7 and 9 of the IBC so that no fresh petition is filed against a company. While this could hurt some
of the creditors, the damage that could be done to the corporate sector by invoking the IBC is likely to be
far greater. A distressed creditor is not without a remedy as he can always approach the civil courts for
relief, which will not be so severe on a defaulting company.

If an insolvency petition is filed and the RP appointed, it is difficult to stop the insolvency process. The
IBC requires a financially-stressed company to be taken over by a financially-sound one. For example,
Essar Steel was taken over by ArcelorMittal and Bhushan Steel was taken over by Tata Steel. In the
current scenario, it will be difficult, if not impossible, for an RP to find a suitable buyer and the only
option would be to liquidate the company.
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Suspending the IBC for a short period would enable several companies to return to normalcy without the
constant threat of an insolvency application and its Board of Directors and management being taken over
by the RP. Moreover, the National Company Law Tribunal benches will simply be unable to take any
additional workload.

Using the insolvency process to recover dues is contrary to the IBC’s objectives. Its preamble indicates
that the objective of the IBC is not just insolvency but the reorganisation of companies, maximisation of
value of assets and the need to balance the interests of all stakeholders. Therefore, suspending the IBC for
six months would be a much-needed step to prevent further damage to the economy. It would be in the
larger public interest. Indeed, at this critical stage, permitting the legal remedy of insolvency could be the
last nail in the coffin of many companies.

Telemedicine can help reach patients where access to medical care is difficult

The world has very few devices left to fight COVID-19 with, but technology remains one of them. Whether
it is the employ of state-of-the-art technology in the discovery of cures or vaccines, or traditional
technology services to enhance health care and consultations, or even tools that keep people at home
occupied/productive, it is clear that technology will serve humanity at one of its darkest moments. The
pandemic has contributed, in no small measure, to the understanding of the myriad ways in which
available technologies have not been put to better use, and presented people with multiple opportunities
to harness these devices, techniques and methods to get on with life in the time of lockdown. Among the
primary uses is telemedicine, rendered inexorable now, by the temporary paralysis brought on by a
freeze on movement.

The Centre’s recent guidelines allowing for widespread use of telemedicine services came as a shot in the
arm for telehealth crusaders in the country, among them the Telemedicine Society of India that has long
been battling to use the technology in its complete arc to reach remote areas in India. This move finds
consonance with the rest of the world where several nations, also deeply impacted by the pandemic, have
deployed telemedicine to reach people who have been unable to come to hospital, to reduce footfalls in
hospitals, and to even provide medical and mental health counselling to countless people. It was way
back in 2000 that telemedicine was first employed in India, but the progress has been excruciatingly
slow, until the pandemic. However, it does seem as if the medical community was only held back by the
lack of legislation to enable tele consultations. For no sooner was the policy announced, than hospitals
and clinicians hurried to jump onto the bandwagon, advertising contact information for patients. The
advantages are peculiar in the current context, when putting distance between people is paramount, as
tele consultations are not barred even when health care professionals and patients may have to be
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quarantined. The advancement of telecommunication capabilities over the years has made the
transmission of images and sound files (heart and lung sounds, coughs) faster and simpler. Pilot
telemedicine experiments in ophthalmology and psychiatry have proven to be of immense benefit to the
communities. Telemedicine’s time is here, finally. While unleashing the full potential of telemedicine to
help people, experts and government agencies must be mindful of the possible inadequacies of the
medium, and securing sensitive medical information; such cognisance should guide the use of the
technology.
