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The Pandemic Isn’t Changing Everything ....

It is just speeding up trends that were already underway

A crisis as life-altering as the coronavirus pandemic
naturally inspires speculation about it will change
everything. But it is worth recalling that a far deadlier
predecessor, the Spanish Flu, killed 50 million to 100
million people between 1918 and 1920, and was
followed by the Roaring 20s. So did it change
anything?

Possibly, it simply accelerated trends that were
already underway. And the same may be true today.
The coronavirus hit at a time when the world was
already turning inwards, largely in reaction to the
global financial crisis of 2008. Nations have been
erecting barriers to the free flow of people, money
and goods, even as the flow of internet data has continued to rise rapidly.

There is evidence that all these trends are now speeding up, particularly in countries led by populists,
who are exploiting the pandemic to erect barriers that they wanted to raise anyway. And as lockdowns
force people to work, shop, study and play at home, internet traffic has spiked 50-70% in developed
nations - creating new habits that to varying degrees could outlast the pandemic.

The era after the coronavirus is thus likely to feel much like the era after the crisis of 2008, but with its
inward tendencies magnified: populist leaders more emboldened to bash foreigners; nations less willing
to expose themselves to world trade, global banks and international migration; national economies more
reliant on local industries; people everywhere retreating to the coronavirus free safety of home to pursue
employment, education and entertainment in the immersive world of the online economy.

Global trade was growing more than twice as fast as the world economy before 2008, but has barely kept
pace in recent years, and now all bets are off. Global trade is projected to fall around 15% in 2020 - at
least three times the expected fall in economic output - and the extent of the post-virus recovery could be
dampened by more divisive trade politics.

President Donald Trump has ratcheted up his anti-global, anti-trade and anti-China rhetoric, saying “I'm
not sure which is worse,” the World Health Organization or the World Trade Organization, both of which
he accuses of favouring China.
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The big difference now is that anti-China rhetoric is growing more strident and common in many nations,
including Britain, France, India, Brazil, Italy and Japan. And anti-trade rhetoric is coming even from one of
the last high profile champions of globalisation, President Emmanuel Macron of France. “Delegating our
food supply” to others “is madness. We have to take back control,” he warned in March.

Many nations are engaging in a form of food nationalism. France, Spain and Italy were among the
countries pushing the European Union to protect their farmers before the pandemic, and they are
pushing harder now. Russia, the world’s largest wheat exporter, has imposed quotas on grain exports.
Vietnam, one of the largest rice producers, suspended rice exports. More than 60 nations have limited or
banned exports of face masks, gloves and other personal protective equipment, leaving many poor
nations that don’t manufacture this gear naked in the face of the pandemic.

Democracy was in retreat, and autocrats were on the march, before the virus appeared. To contain it,
leaders of all political styles have assumed previously unthinkable powers to shut down the economy,
steer production, close borders, and place businesses on life support. Even the most liberal societies have
gladly ceded these powers, in the spirit of wartime mobilisation. But precedents are being set, red lines
have been erased. The big risk is that leaders with autocratic tendencies will come out of the pandemic
with greater leverage to control and close off societies, including democratic societies.

The universalist spirit of globalisation was fading before the pandemic, and is harder to find now.
Investors once entranced by the prospect of making fortunes in the emerging world have been scaling
back since the global financial crisis, but the retreat accelerated in the first three months this year, when
more than $90 billion pulled out of emerging stock markets.

The deglobalisation of finance is reaching deeper into debt markets too. After 1980, a combination of
falling interest rates and financial deregulation set off a global explosion in lending which - by the eve of
the 2008 crisis — had tripled the world’s debt burden to three times global economic output. The credit
meltdown that year hit banks and households particularly hard and left them with a generalised fear of
taking on new debt.

Now, economic lockdowns are cutting off the cash flow of heavily indebted companies from the United
States to Europe and Asia, threatening to drive them into bankruptcy, and to burden many of them with a
severe case of debt phobia as well. That will leave only one important class of borrowers - governments -
with the confidence to take on new debt, if only because they can print money to cover the payments. The
debt “super cycle” that helped supercharge global economic growth between 1980 and 2008 is lurching
to a halt, one frightened class of borrowers at a time.

The retreat inwards has inspired many nations to rethink supply lines that now wrap around the world
and lead, most often, to factories in China. Driven originally by rising wages in China, later by rising
concern about the uncertainties of doing business there, this retrenchment has been underway for years.
At its 2007 peak China was the assembly plant of the world, generating nearly one-fifth of its economic
output by assembling parts made elsewhere into finished products, but that share had fallen to less than
one-tenth by the time the coronavirus hit.

A recent survey covering 12 global industries found that companies in ten of them, including autos,
semiconductors and medical equipment, are moving or planning to move at least part of their supply
chains, which in most cases will mean out of China. If nationalists have their way - Trump has cited the
pandemic as yet another reason to bring manufacturing back to the United States - factories will be
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returning to their home countries. Japan is offering $2 billion to companies relocating out of China as part
of its coronavirus stimulus package.

The pandemic arrived like a propaganda gift from nature to populists who want to contain all things
“global”, from migration to the internet. In recent years, China has led the way in creating a national
internet, sealed off from the wider web, but Russia, Indonesia and others are following its lead. The
European Centre for International Political Economy tracks a growing thicket of internet bans, rules and
subsidies, including measures that attempt to ensure that data is stored locally, and difficult to transfer
overseas. In the 2010s the number of “data localisation” rules doubled worldwide to more than 80.

To an extent, these rules have begun to steer internet traffic into national channels, but without slowing
the growth in overall volume. The boom in traffic over the last two months, however, has greatly
accelerated the shift to an online economy, in which people connect screen to screen not face to face, and
never need to step out the front door.

Social media platforms are reporting record usage, particularly in hard hit countries where the internet is
now a lifeline for information on the pandemic. The number of active users of Google Classroom has
doubled to more than 100 million since early March.

Even before this year, the rise of online games had turned gaming into a $150 billion global industry, still
growing fast, and already larger than the stagnating global music industry and box office combined. Then
came the lockdowns.

Verizon reports data volumes surging across the board but especially for digital games, up 75% in March.
In the first week of April, US consumer spending on video games was up 95%, compared to the same
week the year before, while spending in movie theatres was down 99%. The evidence from China and
South Korea - where people have been slow to return to reopened bars and restaurants - suggests that
businesses that rely on packed houses will struggle to recover.

Though the rise of the virtual economy is also a turn inwards, towards the lone worker safe at home in
front of a screen, its fresh focus on efficiency and creativity could lift productivity in the coming years and
ease the global slowdown.

The global economy recovered slowly after the crisis of 2008 owing in large part due to deglobalisation,
and now even slower flows of people, money and goods threaten more of the same - less competition and
investment.

The pandemic is in effect telescoping the future. Trends that might have taken five or ten years to play
out have unfolded in as many weeks, and all point in the same direction. To a world turning further
inward.
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MSME Relief: Don’t leave it too late

The government must think big and swiftly come up with a rescue package for micro, small and medium
enterprises (MSMEs). They have to pay wages, rent and interest on their loans. Measures such as
emergency credit lines offered by banks to SMEs, and concessional 5% interest for MSME loans under the
Sidbi Assistance to Facilitate Emergency Response against Covid-19 are welcome but do not go far
enough. The sector gets only about 15% of their credit from banks and rely on assorted shadow banks
and informal sources for the rest. They need interest-free credit with credit guarantee from the
government.Even better would be equity.

Equity needs to be serviced only when profits are made. Instead of interest-free loans and loan
guarantees, a State-owned special purpose vehicle should invest equity in all MSMEs that have a decent
track record. Sidbi’s venture fund can invest in enterprises without a track record. These stakes can be
sold in the future when the enterprises turn profitable, with the promoter groups being given a call
option or the right of first refusal. The benefit would be two-fold. One, it would lead to the formalisation
of the MSME sector that now has around 6.3 crore firms, of which only a small fraction are registered
under GST. These firms will have to pay wages and statutory dues to their workers. This might put off
enterprises whose competitive edge is that they pay neither taxes nor statutory dues. However, such
companies’ credit comes at a high cost, from informal sources. Maintaining books of accounts and a stake
from a public sector investor would enable MSMEs to access bank credit at lower rates, by far. This could
more than compensate for the extra costs of becoming formalised.

Banks should lend to MSMEs. The need is also to create an active bond market to let some MSMEs raise
debt directly and also through non-banking financial companies. Other needed steps include clearing all
outstanding public sector dues to MSMEs and mandatory listing on the Trade Receivables Discounting
System (TReDS) of all firms and banks.

Closing liquor shops erodes liberty, taxes

Many liquor shops face closure on account of unruly crowding that dispensed with social distancing, after
these were allowed to be reopened after six weeks of lockdown. Closing liquor shops has been a costly
mistake. It has deprived state governments of a vital source of revenue. It has also led to a black market in
liquor, in which some unscrupulous elements charge huge premiums on the normal price of the liquor
they sell. And the repressed demand has spilt out as uncontrollable crowds milling at shop entrances,
when liquor shops were finally allowed to open, in several states. The solution is to let shops stay open
for longer hours, not to shut them down.
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Till an effective vaccine or cure is in place, society has to live with the threat of Sars-CoV-2. To say that
liquor can be dispensed with till a cure or vaccine is in place would be to violate liberty and to deny state
governments of one of their most lucrative sources of revenue.Liquor calls for moderation and civil
conduct, not temperance and moralising. Whenever liquor shops are reopened after a prolonged period
of closure, there would be crowds in front of the store. To conclude that reopening shut liquor stores
causes crowding is muddled: it is the closure of the stores that has led to crowding on their reopening.
Governments should appeal to citizens to conduct themselves in a responsible fashion, and ask liquor
vends to open early and shut late, to offer longer working hours, so that crowding can be minimised.

There are those who would see life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness all combined in their glass of

cheer. Set them aside. But liberty and a shot at unwinding are certainly at stake in the state’s liquor
policy. So, also, is the state’s fiscal wherewithal for effective measures to counter Covid-19.

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It’s not economy vs clean air

Covid must not be used as an excuse to ignore environment protection

The damage to the global economy from COVID-19 threatens to far exceed that of the recession of 2007-
2009 and could, according to the International Monetary Fund, trigger the worst recession since the
Great Depression of the 1930s. Governments desperate to reopen moribund economies are now tiptoeing
around the lockdown to avoid the dreaded “second wave” of the virus.

However, as lockdown exit strategies turn their attention to saving livelihoods, there is pressure on
governments to lower environmental standards, suspend environmental monitoring requirements and
reduce environmental enforcement, in the belief that this is necessary to salvage economic growth. Yet, it
would be a mistake to assume that there is a trade-off between saving livelihoods and protecting the
environment. The crisis of COVID-19 has highlighted that improving the quality of air in our country is
not a matter of choice but an emergency.

At the end of March, the US announced a significant reduction in fuel efficiency standards for new cars,
which could result in increased gasoline consumption by 80 billion tonnes, pumping increased carbon
emissions into the atmosphere. The US Environmental Protection Agency has announced that it will not
be enforcing compliance with routine monitoring and reporting obligations of environmental protection,
for an indefinite period.

On April 15, the UN special rapporteur on human rights and the environment, David Boyd, condemned
such steps as “irrational, irresponsible, and jeopardiz[ing] the rights of vulnerable people”, emphasising
that COVID-19 must not be used as an excuse to weaken environmental protection. Thirteen European
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climate and environment ministers, including those of Italy and Spain, the countries worst affected by the
virus in Europe, wrote as recently as on April 9 that “we should resist the temptations of short-term
solutions in response to the present crisis” and stressed the need to maintain and strengthen EU’s
effective regulatory tools to stick to its 2030 climate goals.

India has even greater reason to resist the temptation to put clean air on the backburner. First and
foremost, people living in areas with higher levels of air pollution face increased risk of premature death
from COVID-19. New Delhi was the world’s most polluted capital city for the second straight year in 2019,
and India was also home to 21 of the world’s 30 most polluted cities, Swiss-based group IQ AirVisual said
in a recent study.

The State of Global Air 2019 Report finds air pollution responsible for over 1.2 million deaths in China
and India each, based on 2017 data. Whereas China succeeded in reducing air pollution in its cities by 32
per cent on average in four years from 2014-2018, India has had little success. Again, continued air
pollution directly translates to mortality under COVID-19.

Second, there is enormous inequality in the impact of the COVID-19 fallout. Those who suffer the most
from air pollution are the millions who live and toil in the open, who cannot afford air-purifiers or other
mitigating measures, as also the elderly and children.

Third, there is good evidence that three-quarters of the emerging infectious diseases migrate from wild
or domesticated animals into humans. This includes Ebola, SARS, MERS and now COVID-19.
Deforestation, industrial agriculture, illegal wildlife trade, climate change and other types of
environmental degradation increase the risk of future pandemics.

Fourth, from Delhi to Sao Paulo, Bangkok to Bogota, the dramatic improvement in the quality of air and
water in the most polluted cities around the world has been transmitted by social media. This may well
result in a groundswell of public support for measures to protect the environment.

Fifth, it is possible that the cataclysm of corona will jolt the markets into giving a clean, healthy and
sustainable environment the economic value it deserves. As Mark Carney, former governor of the Bank of
England, wrote in The Economist: “.the traditional drivers of value have been shaken, new ones will gain
prominence, and there’s a possibility that the gulf between what markets value, and what people value,
will close.”

For all these reasons and more, the pandemic is an urgent call to action on the environment — air
pollution in particular — on a war footing. In the past, we have never treated air pollution as a national
emergency, failing to coordinate between the Centre and state governments. The COVID pandemic has
been declared a national disaster in India, under the National Disaster Management Act, 2005. This
legislation mandates the disaster authorities at the national, state and district levels under the Act, as
well as the Central and state governments, coordinate among themselves and take measures for the
prevention and mitigation of the pandemic. Air pollution creates medical conditions that gravely increase
the risk of fatalities from COVID-19.

Preventing and mitigating the risks of COVID-19, therefore, means the mandate for the disaster
authorities is also to tackle air and other forms of pollution head-on.
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The NDMA is a platform which should be used to combat air pollution as an emergency, with a
framework for coordination between different levels of the government. Similar coordination will be
required at an international level to continue to work towards reduced emissions under the Paris
Agreement. It is a great pity that it takes a pandemic to bring the realisation that economic growth versus
clean air is a false dichotomy.

Diplomacy in a virtual world

South Block is turning the Covid crisis into an opportunity to conduct diplomatic
engagement online

Not many in Delhi’s political, bureaucratic, and chattering classes will be able to find a nation called Saint
Vincent and Grenadines on a large world map. But External Affairs Minister Subrahmanyam Jaishankar
was on a call last week with the foreign minister of this small nation formed by many islands.

Die-hard cricket fans will object to my proposition on Saint Vincent and Grenadines. They will say it is
part of a group called the Windward Islands and that its cricketers play for the West Indies team. Some of
them might tell you a former wicket-keeper, Mike Findlay, hailed from Saint Vincent.

Beyond cricket, island nations like Dominica, St Lucia, and Saint Vincent and Grenadines rarely feature on
India’s diplomatic radar. They are sovereign states and members of the UN. Some of them are part of
institutions like the Commonwealth. All of them are in important regional organisations in the Caribbean
and Latin America. Jaishankar was on line with all three last week, as part of a comprehensive global
outreach.

When travel across borders came to a grinding halt a few weeks ago, it seemed the foreign offices would
be out of business. For much of their work is about engaging other governments. Being in the same room
with counterparts in different corners of the world was essential. At least until now.

The South Block is turning this adversity into an opportunity — to conduct a lot of routine diplomatic
engagement online. The Foreign Office is merely following other professions that are adapting to
restrictions on travel across borders and within them by the corona crisis. Work that was considered
deeply inter-personal, like teaching, has now gone virtual as universities moved to cope with the massive
disruption in their academic schedules. Diplomacy is another profession that requires facetime for both
formal and seemingly informal work.

Negotiations or consultations of any kind required sitting across a table in a chancellery. Diplomats also
work in less formal settings — say signalling a nuance in a quiet corridor conversation. They also assess
the political mood in the host capital over drinks and dinner with local leaders. Remember the old quip
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about diplomacy being a mix of protocol and alcohol. Official meetings involve a lot of detailed
agreements on form and structure. And it is easier to discuss complicated issues in a pleasant setting.

Delhi took the lead in getting the South Asian leaders to meet through video to explore cooperation in
combating the corona crisis. Delhi also pressed for a G-20 video meeting. Since then the UNSC, EU and
NATO have all conferred through video. And the NAM summit began on Monday.

Besides the conversations with foreign leaders, senior officials of the South Block are engaging foreign
embassies in Delhi through video. Diplomatic missions in Delhi have long complained that they barely get
access to the MEA.

The Indian missions abroad have the same problem — of the Gol’s radio silence on responding to queries
from foreign governments. Delhi is trying to make amends with the new medium. The EAM has begun
regular engagement with ambassadors in various regions and sub-regions in recent days.

PM Modi had set the tone by reaching out to the heads of missions on the questions of safety and security
of Indians abroad. Union Minister Piyush Goyal has followed through by interacting with commercial
officers at the Indian embassies. Hopefully, other ministers and senior officials will make interaction with
the embassies a regular affair.

To be sure, there is some resistance across the world’s foreign offices against virtual diplomacy. There
are some real difficulties, technical and substantive, that will have to be overcome. When the first cable
reached London in the mid 19th century, the foreign secretary, Lord Palmerston, was supposed to have
moaned that telegrams will kill diplomacy.

Foreign offices, however, have learnt to work with new technologies, whether it was the trans-oceanic
cable or the internet. As COVID-19 changes the world of diplomacy, South Block is getting ahead of the
curve. What about bilateral summits? Could they be done online?

There is speculation that PM Modi could conduct a virtual summit with Prime Minister Scott Morrison.
The Australian leader had cancelled his visit to Delhi earlier this year because of forest fires at home. It
should not be impossible for Modi and Morrison to sign a joint statement, finalised by officials, at the end
of video conversation. We could have the two leaders take a few questions from the press. Morrison could
address business leaders in Delhi, Mumbai and Chennai via Zoom. What about the Australian first lady,
Jennifer Morrison? It will be good to have Mrs Morrison, a former nurse, interact with Indian health
workers on the frontline of the corona crisis.

Much of MEA’s energy goes into organising visits, but the follow-up has always been hard. Virtual
diplomacy makes high-level engagement less burdensome. Involving the whole government should make
the implementation of summit-level decisions a bit easier. An India that reboots after the lockdown could
do with all the diplomatic efficiencies it can generate.

The real issue with the Cauvery waters Authority is that it is rudderless

The Cauvery is a perennial source of controversies. The latest political row to erupt in Tamil Nadu is
around the Centre’s April 24 notification bringing the Cauvery Water Management Authority under the
administrative control of the Union Ministry of Jal Shakti, which was created a year ago by combining two
Ministries. Several political parties, especially the Opposition, and some farmers’ associations were upset
with the notification on the ground that the move has reduced the Authority to a “puppet” of the Centre.
They point out that the CWMA was created on the direction of the Supreme Court in February 2018. It is
also argued that between June 2018-May 2019, when the Union Ministry of Water Resources was in
existence, there was no public notification on the CWMA being designated as an organisation under the
Ministry. Such an argument is weak, as the CWMA, a body corporate, has been working all along under
the Ministry. Even in the case of its predecessor, the Cauvery River Authority (1998-2013) with the Prime
Minister as the Chairman and Chief Ministers of the basin States as Members, the Union Ministry of Water
Resources had administrative control. In fact, the CWMA has had only a part-time head, the chairman of
the Central Water Commission (CWC), attached to the Ministry. Besides, there are eight inter-State river
water boards under the Jal Shakti Ministry. Along with the CWMA, four other bodies, including the
Krishna and the Godavari Water Management Boards — which have been in existence since 2014
following the re-organisation of Andhra Pradesh — were designated to be under the Ministry. The
formalisation of the CWMA'’s status corrects an apparent lapse on the Ministry’s part and addresses
administrative issues.

Apart from meeting the procedural requirement, the notification does not, in any way, alter the character,
functions or powers of the CWMA that form part of a scheme drawn up a few years ago, and which was
approved by the Supreme Court. If there is anything the Centre can be blamed for, it is the way the CWMA
functions. Even two years after its formation, the Authority does not have a full-fledged chairman. The
Centre would do well to act, at least now, in making the CWMA fully operational, when the southwest
monsoon is about to set in. Successive governments at the Centre have been wary of acting decisively,
other than under the orders of the Supreme Court for fear of alienating voters in one of the States
involved. The latest episode should convince political parties that relentless politicisation of each and
every matter concerning water resources does not benefit the stakeholders. The parties should realise
that electoral gains or losses are not always linked to their stand on any one issue, even if it is the
Cauvery, the lifeline of Tamil Nadu’s rice bowl.
