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Calamities Galore

In a month of multiple disasters, stretched administrations must counter the
heatwave too

As Covid cases continue to rise despite a two-month lockdown, the pandemic has stretched thin India’s
state capacity, caused economic devastation, and seriously worsened life for its poorer citizens.
Unfortunately it is not the only crisis in town. Last week super cyclone Amphan left behind a trail of
destruction in Bengal. This week locust swarms have been making waste across different states even as
north India (along with southeast Pakistan) acquired the unhappy distinction of being the hottest part of
the planet. If governments now have to tackle multiple emergencies simultaneously that too may be a
new normal. Just connect the dots with climate change.

There is a direct link between environmental destruction and the increase in zoonotic outbreaks over the
last 20 years. Unprecedented locust crises blighting farmlands in several countries in recent years are
linked to warmer seas enabling better breeding grounds for these insects. On global warming, note that
despite the cut in emissions caused by lockdowns 2020 is threatening to prove the hottest year since
measurements began.

All of this underlines how urgent it is that the world comes together to heed Nature’s message. When the
climate talks resume, countries must increase their emission cut commitments, bridge the chasm
between developed and developing blocs over climate finance and tech transfers, and script a credible
path to keeping global temperature increase limited to less than 2°C above pre-industrial levels by 2100.
That’s the long-term mitigation. Meanwhile there is much that needs to be done here and now.

Already sapped by Covid and the lockdown, locust affected farming communities must get crop insurance
in timely and fair fashion. In addition many of them will now face water woes because of the heatwave. As
will many migrant workers still on the long journey home. Local governments need to mobilise strongly
and cooperatively to keep people hydrated, provide heat shelters, and medical help for heat exhaustion.
As the NDMA guidelines spell out, weaker sections of society are extremely vulnerable to the adverse
impacts of heatwaves. Activities like construction which have gotten restarted will again need to hit
pause in the scorched regions. The only way forward now is to build resilient infrastructure and
communities, which can stand their ground even in the face of overlapping disasters. At present too much
of India is too vulnerable.
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Stimulus: The Faster, Bigger, the Better

Dire forecasts of GDP growth plunging deep into the negative territory might or might not be precise, but
precision is not the point. They are akin to a threat to life that sends adrenaline pumping through the
body, priming it to fight or flee. These forecasts of India’s FY21 GDP shrinking by anything up to 6.8%
should send policymakers to stop saying they are open for another round of fiscal stimulus and actually
unleash one. It is welcome that the government has announced measures to transfer some purchasing
power to the poor and offered some loans to the MSMEs. These steps are akin to putting a dying man on
life support. It is not enough to let him lie there. More has to be done to put him on his feet and get him
running. That calls for a large dose of investment, which would put purchasing power in the hands of
people.

The government, RBI and Sebi need to work together to create a vibrant market for corporate bonds.
That is essential for large-scale infrastructure investment. Buying out the debt of stalled real estate and
other infrastructure projects, acquiring majority ownership in them and completing them is what a State-
owned vehicle needs to do, to create the demand to meet which companies would issue bonds. Let some
special vehicles set up by the government buy these corporate bonds and start selling them, instead of
holding them to maturity. Credit default swaps and the entire range of derivatives to hedge against
interest rate and currency risk must be made available, for the bond market to flourish. Once the bond
market is established, domestic and foreign funds would start trading them, deepening the market and
encouraging fresh bond issuance to finance fresh investment.

All the investment does not have to be done by the government. For example, the government has opened
up coal mining to private sector, including foreign investment. If energetic efforts are made to materialise
such investment, that would generate much upstream and downstream investment. Funds alone do not a
stimulus make, but funds are key.

e-Learning Not the Same as Learning

The lockdown has forced schools and colleges to experiment with e-learning. That is welcome. However,
digital cannot, and should not, become the default mode. Brick-and-mortar classrooms and educational
institutions play a vital role in moulding minds and in training young people to function as groups and
within groups, negotiating relationships, hierarchies and imbibing the cultural codes that constitute
society. The push to create online resources in the wake of the pandemic will address a critical gap in the
Indian education system, catering to students outside of the thin band of elite institutions, who are often

unable to access opportunities and resources, especially if they are either ahead of the curve or require
remediation.

It has to be ensured that this push of digital content does not result in a homogenised education system,
one that fails to leverage the country’s diversity. The move by the government and public institutions to
step in, while allowing for private providers to function, is welcome. The decision to increase the number
of DTH channels from three to 12 under the Swayam Prabha scheme, in order to reach those who have
access to TV but not to the internet, will help circumvent the technology divide. Under Swayam Prabha,
the central government has made provisions to share airtime, four hours daily, with states to telecast
local language educational content. It would be even better to digitise Doordarshan’s terrestrial
broadcast, so that the number of available broadcast channels goes up, allowing dedicated regional
channels for different classes to come up.

Making new textbooks available to the ePathshala portal, use of radio and community radio and podcasts
and special e-content for the visually and hearing impaired are good initiatives.

Make Our Cities Worker-Friendly

To consider the desperate journeys of lakhs of migrant workers as only ‘a desire to get back home’ erases
the fact that the conditions in our cities didn’t allow them a meaningful choice of whether to go or stay.
This is as much a push as a pull. Not recognising what makes urban life so vulnerable for so many does
injustice to them, ignores the continuing impact on resident workers, and threatens any chance of a
meaningful and equitable economic recovery.

The lockdown has shown us that many urban households have no more than 15 days of resilience at any
given time. One of the reasons is the relationship between poverty, infrastructure and services in our
cities. Everyday life in urban India is a world of multiple transactions of small amounts of cash. Urban
workers constantly pay for services every day, or at very high frequency, just to live: for a public toilet,
for small meals from a vendor, for that day’s water, towards last-mile transport, in fees for informal
healthcare, to secure shelter, for a small phone recharge. This is not the world of salaried workers,
monthly bills and accessible credit.

These infrastructures of daily survival are not just of uncertain quality and legality, but they are also
expensive. Scholars use the term ‘poverty premium’ to describe the irony that the poor pay more for
basic services (water, sanitation, transport, rent, healthcare) as a percentage of their income than the
elite. If urban poverty lines just added rent and transport costs, for example, the picture of our cities
would change completely. Put simply: urban workers are not newly vulnerable because of Covid-19 —
they have always been so. The lockdown has broken coping mechanisms they had devised in the absence
of non-cash access to the basics of human life — an absence of social infrastructure with a small ‘i".
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What does this mean for economic recovery? If people are to recover along with the economy — and both
need each other — then building the patchwork infrastructures of urban social protection must be a key
focus. If this is done in ways that are employment-absorbing, locally rooted and ecologically sensible, it
can be the engine that revives local economies, and not just the formal world of industrial estates,
salaried workers, firms, banks and enterprises.

The policy instrument for this is an urban employment scheme consciously directed towards the
production of social infrastructure. In the short term, it will stabilise wages and address the debt that
workers are leaving the lockdown with. In the mid-term, it could enable non-wage savings for working
families by reducing the costs of everyday life, allowing a greater resilience against the next shock and
improving human development outcomes.

Many states have already realised that without wage-enabled demand, supply-side stimulus packages
cannot revive local economies or protect households. Himachal Pradesh and Odisha have already passed
urban employment guarantees, though they do not clearly lay out enough direction to what this
employment should generate for cities.

Directing urban employment programmes towards social infrastructure can take many forms. In food, it
would mean setting up local last-mile delivery systems using para-transit workers, rickshaws and street
vendors for an expanded food security programme. In housing, it would mean the upgrading of
vulnerable neighbourhoods. In health, it means building neighbourhood-level infrastructure for
environmental health — sanitation, waste, water, sewage — as well as the new public health
infrastructure our cities will need: community quarantines, small dispensaries, mohalla clinics, health
posts near transport exchanges, workplaces, markets and on public streets where so many work and live.

An urban employment scheme that produces this infrastructure can partner with residents and workers
to design, build and maintain these systems, recognising that they have always been the people who have
built these infrastructures, and not just treat them as ‘beneficiaries’.

Governments are — and will — remain starved for revenue for new infrastructure investments. This is
precisely why urban employment programmes to build social infrastructure are timely. Such
programmes don’t need vast capital outlays when scaled, designed and rooted locally. Even incremental
improvements can lead to substantial household gains, especially in health. Upgrading water and
sanitation in vulnerable neighbourhoods has been done at under Rs 15,000 per household.The
technology, design potential and expertise exist to do this, if we prioritise investing admittedly scarce
resources.

Our economic recovery should not rely on the desperation of workers to return to cities. It is not clear
whether they will return, or return to the same cities they left — unless cities can demonstrate that they
have addressed what made them leave. Industries able to incentivise workers, and cities that consciously
build social safety nets, will be the ones to see workers return.

by the humanitarian crisis that unfolded

as the nation-wide lockdown took effect.
The searing images of the endless ordeal of tens of thousands of famished and exhausted “migrant
workers” trying to make their way back to their home villages to escape starvation in cities where they
work, will endure long after the pandemic is over.

The world’s severest lockdown dealt a body blow to their insecure and fragile urban livelihoods, and
many of them also faced imminent eviction. With public transportation shut down, many began their long
journeys on foot over distances that could span hundreds of miles. A large number of them died of heat,
exhaustion and starvation; and quite a few were Killed in horrific accidents.

Reverse migration of this kind is not how epidemics and migration have historically been linked together.
This history is mostly of the fortunate few fleeing urban contagion to places where the chances of
survival are better. This happened at the time of the Black Death in Europe in 1348; and in more recent
years, during the SARS outbreak in China, and in New York City during the current pandemic.

To be sure, reverse migration to villages by the working poor is not new to the history of epidemics in
India. During the plague panic in colonial Bombay — which gave us the infamous Epidemic Diseases Act
of 1897 — more than half the city’s population left for the countryside fleeing the disease as much as the
colonial state’s authoritarian response to it. But they were caught between the plague-ridden city and the
famine-stricken countryside, and the flow of migrants soon became a two-way process. It produced a
crisis of labour supply in the city’s important cotton textile industry that led to a shift in the balance
between capital and labour which worked to the advantage of workers — albeit temporarily.

The multitudes escaping Indian cities more than a century later, however, are mostly employed in an
informal labour regime in industries and service sectors increasingly characterised by outsourcing and
contracting-out arrangements. Without the moral imagination and political will to launch a massive social

intervention, it is unlikely that the shock to the labour supply will yield even modest wage or welfare
gains for these workers.

A report by the Stranded Workers Action Network, which its authors describe as “distress-biased”
because it draws on data collected from those who made distress calls to the network, found the majority
of them to be factory or construction workers on a daily wage. The rest earned their daily wages as
drivers, domestic workers, and self-employed workers — among them were street vendors and those
engaged in zari embroidery work. It is not a representative sample, but the figures convey some idea of
the circumstances that pushed them to the brink; only about 6 per cent of those who reached out to the
network received full wages during the lockdown and about 78 per cent received no payments. Ninety-
nine per cent of the self-employed — among them, street vendors and rickshaw pullers — earned no
money at all during the lockdown.

That such important segments of India’s urban workforce are “migrant workers”— and the fact that we
refer to these poor fellow citizens as migrants — is itself quite telling. They are not all migrants in a strict
sense. It is their precarious employment and the high cost of permanent relocation in cities that make
them oscillate between urban India and their home villages. Many male seasonal migrants leave their
families behind and return to their villages when old age or illness makes them unemployable.

A 2012 volume of essays on internal migration in India published by the UNESCO distinguishes three
types of rural to urban migrants: (a) permanent, (b) semi-permanent or long-term circular and (c)
seasonal and temporary or circular migrants. Significant segments of India’s informal or unorganised
economy escape official statistical recording. Seasonal or circular rural-to-urban migrants, for example,
are a major segment of the workforce in India’s formidable construction industry. Yet neither the Census
nor the National Sample Survey, says Ravi Srivastava, who has studied internal migration extensively,
“adequately capture seasonal and/or short-term circular migration”. He and his research team have tried
to get a handle on the phenomenon with a number of micro-level field surveys to complement macro
data.

The difficulties encountered by Srivastava and Rajib Sutradhar in surveying construction workers in
Delhi and its satellite towns are revealing. First, the gruelling work schedule of construction workers —
long hours and seven days a week with no rest day — made access to them difficult. Second, the
construction sites that included the living areas for workers are guarded by private security guards
creating another set of hurdles. Several interviews “had to be abandoned half-way due to the hostility of
security staff and/or contractors”.

When the term informal sector began to be used in development studies in the 1970s it was thought of as
a residual — even temporary — niche peculiar to the urban economies of developing countries. As Dutch
sociologist Jan Breman puts it, informal economy activities were expected to “fade away with the
expansion of the formal economy”. But during the successive decades “informality turned out to be not a
waiting room but an end station for the swelling workforce locked up in it”.

The informal or the unorganised sector now accounts for nearly half of India’s GDP and 80 to 90 per cent
of the labour force (including non-plantation agriculture). Outsourcing of work to smaller firms and
contractors has informalised even many organised sector industries. With the erosion of labour rights
and social protection associated with formal sector jobs, it is not surprising that our cities now host
thousands of people whose precarious livelihoods keep them steps away from destitution.

But a far more deleterious effect of informalisation is that we now seem to be on the verge of abandoning
even the aspiration for an inclusive future. With informal employment dominating the economy, laws
regulating working conditions are now nothing more than aspirational. Still, it boggles the moral
imagination that soon after the historic exodus, in the middle of the pandemic, a number of state
governments decided to dilute labour laws turning the clock back on legal working hours from eight-hour
days to 12-hour days (six-days a week). And this with the half-baked intention of attracting businesses
that might leave China.

One can only hope that our society will regain its moral compass and re-discover the quality that Adam
Smith — popularly thought of as the high priest of capitalist individualism — called sympathy. No matter
how selfish we suppose human beings to be, he said, “there are evidently some principles in his nature,
which interest him in the fortune of others, and render their happiness necessary to him, though he
derives nothing from it, except the pleasure of seeing it.”

Rising tide
China’s effort to tighten grip on Hong Kong with tough laws may not help its cause

Protests and violence returned to Hong Kong on May 24. In scenes that became all-too-familiar through
much of last year, police used water cannons, tear gas, and pepper spray, as a protest march descended
into clashes between protesters and riot police. The weekend’s march had originally been planned ahead
of a debate in Hong Kong’s Legislative Council (LegCo) on a new national anthem bill, which would
punish anyone who insulted China’s anthem with up to three years in prison. The protest assumed
significance when two days before the march, China’s central government stunned Hong Kong’s pro-
democracy parties by tabling a new national security bill, as the National People’s Congress met in
Beijing. The bill, expected to be passed when the NPC’s annual session ends on Thursday, urges Hong
Kong'’s legislature to pass national security laws “as soon as possible”. Else, the bill leaves open the
possibility that Beijing could bypass LegCo, declaring that the NPC is “authorized to draft laws” on
security for Hong Kong. What has concerned pro-democracy activists in Hong Kong is a new provision for
China’s national security organs to “set up institutions” in the Special Administrative Region.

Under the Basic Law that has governed Hong Kong since 1997, the SAR has a high degree of autonomy “to
enjoy executive, legislative and independent judicial power, including that of final adjudication”; only
defence and foreign affairs are to be handled by Beijing. Article 23 of the law requires Hong Kong to pass
national security legislation, but the law makes clear it is Hong Kong's legislature that enjoys the power
to make and repeal laws — the bedrock of the “one country, two systems” model. In 2003, a national
security bill allowing the shutting down of seditious newspapers and carrying out warrantless searches
was withdrawn after protests. Beijing now argues that last year’s protests, blamed on “external forces”,
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underlined the need for a new law to curb “acts of secession and subversion”. The timing of the move may
reveal its motivations. Hong Kong'’s legislative elections are in September and the pro-Beijing camp fears
losing control of LegCo, even if its unusual rules have stacked it with pro-Beijing lawmakers. Only half of
the 70 seats are directly elected; the rest are nominated. Yet such is the rising tide of support for pro-
democracy parties that Beijing worries it could lose the two-thirds majority needed for any amendments
to the Basic Law. The pro-democracy camp swept November’s district council elections, seen as a
referendum on the youth-driven protests. A record 70% turnout won the pro-democracy candidates 390
of 452 seats. The elections demonstrated that public support for full democracy is growing. The new
piece of legislation is aimed at tightening Beijing’s grip over Hong Kong, but it may well end up having the
opposite effect. Hong Kong cannot be won without its people.

Helping supply chains recover

Not a fiscal stimulus, but cutting government expenditure, removing price controls,
and opening up trade will help

The Indian government has announced a sizeable
fiscal stimulus, which some commentators believe
can help revive the economy. There are, however,
good reasons to doubt this belief. Much of the
decline in output is due to supply chain disruptions
generated by the lockdown. Government spending
can do little to alleviate this. Putting money in the
hands of people can increase the demand for goods
but cannot increase the supply of goods and
services.

In modern economies, the production of goods
happens through complex supply chains that
traverse geographical boundaries. Upstream sectors
like ‘mining’ produce metals that are in turn used to
produce machines. These machines are used to sow seeds, harvest crops, and transport fuel. Finally, the
harvested crops are used by downstream sectors to produce flour and bread. At each step, machines and
labour combine to produce goods which are the inputs for sectors further downstream.

Reduction in output

Under the lockdown, numerous inputs have not moved from their producers to their users. These
disruptions may not at first generate a reduction in consumer goods like bread. However, the availability
of consumer goods will begin to decline as bakers run out of flour, and mills exhaust their stocks of
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wheat. And there is no way to guarantee the flow of essential goods while suspending the production of
non-essential goods. Automotive spare parts may be non-essential in the short run, but become essential
as food-carrying trucks begin to break down. How far is the long run? This is difficult to say; there may be
some variation across goods.

The supply chain disruptions are going to be amplified by labour shortage as workers remain at home.
Countries like India are likely to experience a greater reduction in output on this count than, say, Europe
or the U.S. because of the higher labour intensity of production (think of the difference in unloading of
goods in the port at Rotterdam and the port at Kochi). Poorer countries are less likely to be able to
substitute locked down labour with capital because of the dearth of capital in these nations.

As economies emerge out of the lockdown, entrepreneurs, workers, and consumers must adjust to the
new reality. The world supply chain must adapt. Firms may, for instance, choose to source inputs from
suppliers in their geographical proximity to minimise the risk of future disruptions. This involves
building productive capacity at new locations, all of which requires investments fuelled by savings.
Furthermore, the investments must be guided by price signals. Within a market economy, the movement
of prices provides the incentive and information needed to adapt and grow. As economist Ronald Coase
put it, prices are bundles of information wrapped in an incentive. As the prices of some inputs rise, the
buyers of these inputs look for alternate suppliers, and firms which did not hitherto produce the good
have an incentive to do so. The key to economic recovery lies in millions of such adjustments through
which firms locate new providers of inputs, new buyers of their output, and build factories at new
locations.

Why stimulus packages won'’t help

Unfortunately, market adjustment processes are likely to be disrupted by government stimulus packages.
Governments spend by printing money, raising debt, or increasing taxes. Irrespective of the way in which
the expenditure in funded, resources are transferred from private entrepreneurs to government
bureaucrats. When governments print money, they draw resources through inflation. Bureaucrats tend to
be less efficient than profit-motivated firms in allocating scarce resources. Bureaucrats have little
incentive or information to bring about the granular supply chain adjustments necessary to revive
growth. As the stimulus package kicks in, economic efficiency is likely to decline and so are the chances of
a timely recovery of output.

So what can the government do? The experience of West Germany after World War II has a useful lesson.
Beginning mid-1944, Allied bombing disrupted the German supply chain by targeting bottleneck sectors
like electric power generation. This destruction of the supply chain devastated the German economy. Per
person food production fell to about half of its pre-war level. Two years later, this changed after
Chancellor Ludwig Erhard lifted price controls and cut taxes. West German entrepreneurs re-established
a thriving supply chain through which goods went from upstream sectors to final consumers. By 1950,
per capita income in West Germany had reached its pre-war level.

The recent supply chain disruptions are likely to last long. The path to recovery lies in cutting
government expenditure, removing price controls, and opening up trade.
