RIL: Taking the world by 5G storm

ET Editorials

Reliance Industries Ltd (RIL) has sprung a surprise (not entirely for ET readers, who read about Jio’s
indigenous 5G technology in March) by announcing it is ready with its own home-grown technology for
fifth-generation telephony to take part in trials along with the established players Ericsson, Huawei,
Nokia-Siemens and Samsung. RIL has not only raised close to $30 billion in a dozen separate stake sales
in Jio Platforms and a rights issue, a record by any standard, but also emerged as a surprise technology
champion, with no previous record of filing high-profile patents in any sector. With the current emphasis
on everything tech through its Jio Platforms, RIL is also reducing fossil-fuel dependence in a time of
growing concern over climate change.

RIL can now pay back all its debt and that will give the banks additional liquidity to lend to others. But
being debt-free is no great virtue by itself: it is tax-inefficient use of capital. However, that status gives a
company the leeway to raise, in a short span, a huge amount of debt for a planned new venture, including
an acquisition. The latest investor in Jio is Google, committing almost half of its promised $10 billion for
India over the next 5-7 years. The investment is to create an operating system tuned to Android that will
power affordable handsets that will be true smartphones capable of accessing the Google Play store and
its suite of apps. That would allow India to switch every 2G phone user to at least a 4G phone user,
dramatically raising digital access and potentially expanding new income generation and skill
upgradation possibilities in this country of young people. While this possibility is exciting for phone
users, it could be doubly exciting for telcos, who would be able to free up high-value spectrum currently
locked into low-efficiency 2G use for new, internet protocol-based, efficient telephony.

India’s entry into the global market for 5G gear, via Jio, would have geopolitical implications that are
adverse for China and positive for everyone else. This technology edge could add sheen to India Inc in
general.
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Act Quickly

The Chabahar project is important for India's regional goals, and for its relations
with Iran

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Iran’s decision to drop India from a plan to build a rail link from the strategic Chabahar port to Zahedan
on the Afghan border is a wake-up call for Delhi. The development of the port, and the link overland
through Iran to the Afghan border, was supposed to be India’s answer to Pakistan’s denial of the trading
route through Wagah to Khyber pass into Afghanistan and beyond, to Central Asia. Delhi rightly made the
decision to bypass Pakistan altogether but appears to have lost the staying power to see the plan through.
India played its part in developing the port, which is functional now. From Kandla in Gujarat, wheat and
other foodgrain is being sent to Afghanistan via Chabahar. Also, it was India’s Border Roads Organisation
that helped build the 218 km Route 606 in Afghanistan, known otherwise as the Delaram-Zaranj highway,
that cut road travel time between Afghanistan and Iran. But India dragged its feet on building the rail link
from Chabahar to Zahedan. First, the delays were over contract disagreements, then the fear of US
sanctions, and later, after the US provided a “carve-out” to India on the port and the rail link, the difficulty
under the sanctions regime in finding international suppliers for material.

Chabahar will not be the first time delays in the completion of ambitious infrastructure projects
undertaken by India in the region have inflicted setbacks on India’s strategic goals. From Nepal to
Myanmar, Sri Lanka and Iran, Delhi has made commitments on building power projects, highways,
railways, and other infrastructure. Each proceeds slowly or not at all. The Pancheshwar Dam project in
Nepal, for instance, has been hanging fire since 1991. Prime Minister Narendra Modi promised to speed it
up when he visited Kathmandu in August 2014, but little progress was made. Instead, India is firefighting
to salvage a longstanding relationship with Nepal over claims of territory. A still to be completed
trilateral highway between India, Myanmar and Thailand has been overshadowed by a Chinese-built
highway that has boosted China-Myanmar border trade. India’s better record in Sri Lanka is not without
missed opportunities that were once again snapped up by China. Delhi has no choice but to find a more
efficient way of getting around these difficulties.

Delhi has indicated that it continues to be part of the the rail link project in Iran. If so, now is the time to
get on with it, even if Iran’s much touted 25-year strategic partnership agreement with Beijing is not as

imminent as Tehran makes it seem. The Chabahar project is important for India’s regional goals, and for
its relations with Iran. That is reason enough to act quickly.

Neighbourhood challenge

As Chinese influence , ambition expand in the region , Delhi must add PM’s principle of
‘together we grow’ to ‘neighbourhood first’

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Kautilya’s theory of Rajamandala — the
“circles of kings” — may not be fully relevant
in the present-day context. But it should
always be kept in mind while dealing with
neighbouring states. The Mandala theory
suggests that there will be 12 concentric
circles of neighbouring states and describes
each of them as a friend or a foe. There is a
possibility of the immediate neighbours
being inimical, while the neighbour of the
neighbour, in the second circle, could be a
friend.

The Mandala theory is about probability, not certainty. Countries that rub shoulders with each other
should make an extra effort to ensure goodwill and friendship. Between Kautilya’s period and now,
countries have developed the art of diplomacy sufficiently to redefine neighbourly relations. Yet,
challenges remain, occasionally reminding us that “your neighbour could become your potential
adversary”.

India, over centuries, has successfully defied this doctrine by using the soft power of its religion and
culture. In one of the earliest attempts, it used Buddhism to cast a “Sanskritik mandala” or “cultural
circle” around its geography. The Buddhist circle of influence began during the reign of Emperor Ashoka
and included Ceylon, Burma, Nepal, Tibet, Central Asia, China, Japan and Indochina which accepted the
Buddha's Middle Path.

Renowned French Indologist and Sanskritist Sylvain Levi described this phenomenon beautifully: “India
gave her mythology to her neighbours who went to teach it to the whole world. Mother of law and
philosophy, she gave to three-quarters of Asia a god, a religion, a doctrine, an art. She carried her sacred
language, her literature, her institutions into Indonesia, to the limits of the known world...”

It was much later, in the 1980s, that Joseph Nye, the American political scientist coined the phrase “soft
power”, denoting the ability of nations to influence others without using force. Nye’s concept is dying a
slow death. Countries are becoming suspicious of each other’s cultural, academic and even religious
engagements. This suspicion is largely the result of countries like China using the “power” aspect of soft
power as a tool to spread their dominance. China’s “thousand talents” programme, launched in 2008, to
spot and attract talent from the world over, and Xi Jinping’s campaign codenamed “fox hunt”, to locate
and neutralise anti-CPC elements in the Chinese diaspora, have led to heightened suspicion about its soft
power initiatives. These include the Confucius institutes and collaborative university programmes.

In the US, the Donald Trump administration is going after them. “The Chinese government is engaged in a
broad, diverse campaign of theft and malign influence, and it can execute that campaign with
authoritarian efficiency. They’re calculating. They’re persistent. And they aren’t subject to the righteous
constraints of an open, democratic society or the rule of law”, protested the FBI Director Christopher
Wray at a Hudson Institute event recently.

The Chinese will continue the malicious use of soft power. Confucius institutes are a conspicuous
presence in India’s neighbourhood and Mandarin has found its way into school curricula. But the
limitations of soft power are bringing back the assertions of hard power. As the cultural circles are
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weakening, Rajamandalas are returning with a difference. Neighbours and neighbours’ neighbours too
are posing challenges.

After Bangladesh’s decision last September to hand over the construction of its first submarine base near
Cox’s Bazar to China, which sold two submarines to it in 2018, came the news of Iran going ahead with
the remaining work on the Chabahar port without India’s support. Iran’s decision should alert India in
the light of the ongoing debate in the Iranian parliament over a proposed sweeping economic and
security partnership agreement with China.

The New York Times was the first to report the details of the 18-page agreement between the two
countries. According to NYT, the agreement would facilitate China’s direct presence in Iran’s strategic
sectors like banking, telecommunications, ports and railways. China would, in return, get highly-
subsidised Iranian oil over the next 25 years. Of particular concern to India could be the military
cooperation embedded in this agreement that would facilitate “joint training and exercises, joint research
and weapons development and intelligence sharing”.

Two aspects of the proposed agreement call for greater attention from India. First, the decision to hand
over two ports in the Gulf of Oman to China for development, one of them at Jask just 200 miles away
from the Chabahar port. Second, the co-option of the Central Asian republics into this agreement. This
comes as a direct challenge to not only India’s traditional ties with these republics but also to the US-led
programme of C5+1 under which the US has established multilateral programmes with five Central Asian
republics.

India traditionally has strong ties with Iran that withstood several pressures from the West. This time,
the challenge comes from the eastern neighbour.

“Neighbourhood First” has been the sheet-anchor of India’s foreign policy at least since the inception of
the SAARC. Prime Minister Narendra Modi has invested heavily in the neighbourhood in the last six years
to create strong diplomatic bonds. He has extensively used his soft power skills to generate enormous
goodwill for India and himself. That popular goodwill remains a great advantage.

However, soft power, which includes cultural and civilisational bonding, continues to give diminishing
dividends. Nations in the neighbourhood are growing uncomfortable over the over-emphasis of
“oneness”, as the urge for “uniqueness” is the flavour of the season in each country.

It is time India turns more towards Modi’s second principle — “together we grow”. Proactive diplomacy

together with greater attention to soft developmental needs of the neighbours like connectivity,
education, finance and healthcare is the need of the hour for India’s foreign policy mandarins.

Let’s not fail the young
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As they step into an uncertain future, Centre needs to stand with youth, not against
them .UGC needs to revisit its guidelines on final-year examinations immediately

One of the core duties of governments
during natural disasters like the
ongoing coronavirus pandemic is to
soften the blow of the crisis. The
hardships people have undergone as a
result of the pandemic are
unprecedented. Governments have
taken important measures, ranging
from issuing a moratorium on EMI
payments and delaying the deadline for
filing tax returns, to providing free
ration and financial assistance to the
underprivileged sections of society. A
class of citizens who have also borne a
disproportionate burden of this crisis is students in colleges and universities. But they do not appear to
have the ear of the Central government.

With university and college classes being almost completely washed out, students have had a raw deal
this year. The Union Ministry of Human Resource Development and the University Grants Commission
(UGC) are bent on worsening their plight. The worst-hit are final-year students — who would ordinarily
graduate in June, but this year, they find themselves at the mercy of the UGC. In its latest guidelines, the
central body for maintaining higher educational standards in the country has mandated the conducting of
final year examinations, even as it recommended the cancellation of intermediate semester examinations.
To circumvent the impossibility of conducting a physical exam during the COVID-19 pandemic, the UGC
first recommended online exams. When students pointed out the stark digital divide in the country, the
UGC has begun advocating offline or “blended” online plus offline exams.

The UGC’s decision to enforce exams for final-year students, while cancelling other semester exams,
betrays its poor understanding of the Choice Based Credit System (CBCS) adopted by India’s universities.
Under the CBCS, the academic years are split into semesters that carry more or less equal weightage
towards awarding degrees to graduates. Every semester is equal and independent of other semesters.
But the UGC’s guidelines reveal that it does not understand this simple truth. The Centre believes that
final semester exams are “exit” exams and, therefore, more important. Nothing could be further from the
truth. The basis for cancelling intermediate semester exams applies just as much to final semester exams.

Technical arguments against exams aside, the fundamental reason we should not hold exams is
straightforward. Universities provide education to students, and based on this education, students are
assessed through exams. When the coronavirus disrupted the teaching-learning process, it negated the
very basis of exams. What will we test our students on? Do we expect them to have deep insights into
their final-semester syllabus by birth? The coronavirus pandemic is a once-in-a-century event and if we
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do not rise to the occasion and respond to it appropriately, we will be failing our citizens. Extraordinary
circumstances call for extraordinary measures.

It is not that examinations are the only way to assess students. The reliance on written, subjective-type
exams has already stagnated our university courses and the way they are taught at colleges. The world’s
finest educational institutions have cancelled exams during the pandemic and chosen to conduct internal
assessments. The Indian Institutes of Technology (IITs) and the National Law Universities (NLUs) are
India’s premier centres of education. They have all completed their evaluation of final-year students
through internal assessments and granted them degrees. The Delhi government’s Ambedkar University
has always followed a system of continuous evaluation, which does not place an undue premium on end-
semester examinations.

In this vein, the Delhi government has also directed state universities to scrap exams for final-year
students, and devise alternate mechanisms to assess students. But the fate of lakhs of students across the
country studying in central universities like Delhi University, or in state universities that have not yet
cancelled exams, hangs in the balance.

The UGC guidelines require universities to complete all final-semester exams by the end of September.
This timeline is cruel at a time when a poor economic outlook, lack of jobs in the market and a global
health crisis are already troubling the youth. They were looking forward to receiving their degrees and
moving on from their student lives to looking for jobs so they could begin to support themselves and their
households. But now, they will likely finish their exams in September (four months too late), receive
degrees by November and their lives will have been set back by several months.

It is a tragedy of our times that during a historic global crisis, the Centre is taking unilateral decisions on
student matters without any concern for their mental and emotional well-being. Students are feeling
disenfranchised by the utter disconnect between their problems and decision-makers in the Central
government. In these difficult times, as they step into an uncertain future, the Centre needs to stand with
our youth, not against them. The UGC needs to revisit its guidelines immediately and take a humane and
rational approach in this matter. If we force students to carry out this farce, we will have miserably failed
our younger generation.

India should believe in the EU

Their ties assume significance as a rules-based order gets challenged by the rise of
exceptionalism

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In today’s fragmented world, the power of any aspiring global player depends on the number and quality
of its bilateral and multilateral relationships. In which partner should India invest? The European Union
(EU) is one.

The EU and India have much in common. Both aim to enhance strategic autonomy and their global
standing. Diversifying strategic value chains is also a common interest, as is the urgent need to address
climate change. The EU and India can support each other in these endeavours.

On purely economic terms, the EU is India’s first trading partner and the biggest foreign investor, with
€67.7 billion worth of investments made in 2018, equal to 22% of total FDI inflows. But there is still room
for improvement — especially when compared to EU investments in China which, in the same year,
amounted to €175.3 billion. Enhanced business cooperation can help both the EU and India diversify
their strategic value chains and reduce economic dependency — notably on China. India could succeed in
attracting EU investment that might be moving out of China, but to do so, it must address the mutual trust
deficit. Facilitating people’s mobility and connectivity is a good way to improve mutual understanding
and create opportunities for innovation and growth.

Talks on FTA

The EU and India must also tackle the elephant in the room: the stagnating Free Trade Agreement (FTA)
negotiations. A new study from the European Parliament assesses the potential impact of an EU-India
trade agreement at between €8 billion and €8.5 billion gains from increased trade for both sides, with a
more significant increase of trade gains likely to flow to India. The study also refers to additional
potential gains from enhanced coordination on the provision of global public goods, such as
environmental standards.

On climate change, the EU is building on its ambitious target to render the continent carbon-emission
neutral by 2050, through its new industrial strategy, the Green Deal. “Investing in fossil fuel-driven
recovery is a wasted opportunity, and we only have one chance to make it right”, says the Executive Vice
President of the European Commission, Frans Timmermans. Should both the EU and India succeed in
transforming into carbon-neutral economies by 2050, we all would gain from the investment.

In geopolitical terms, India finds itself facing increasingly restive, powerful rivals. The Indo-Pacific region
is increasingly the focus of attention, so India should capitalise on its geopolitical leverage there. Stronger
cooperation with like-minded, democratic powers can support this effort, especially towards assertive
competitors like China. Even India’s strongest bilateral relations with individual EU member states do not
come close to the potential of dealing effectively with the EU as a whole. New Delhi must learn how to
maximise benefit from this strategic partnership.

Ruptures caused by COVID-19

The ruptures caused by COVID-19 have been the occasion for the EU to prove its worth. The measures
put in place at supranational level show a strong willingness to buttress the fundamental pillars on which
the EU is built. The “Next generation EU proposal” submitted by the European Commission has surprised
many by its bold approach. This is indeed a game-changer, not only in its financial implications — as it
allows the EU to take on debt — but because it shows that the ties that bind the EU extend well beyond
treaties and individual members’ self-interest.
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But the value of the EU reaches far beyond its economic clout. The EU champions the rules-based
international order, which is being increasingly challenged by the proliferation of exceptionalism. The EU
and India must join forces to promote sustainable reform of multilateral institutions, with the World

Trade Organization (WTO) first in line.

Hence, a strong partnership would help both EU and India become global decision-makers.
