Amendment casting LG as “government” belittles the elected Delhi assembly’s
mandate to govern

The bill introduced in Lok Sabha to amend the Government of NCT of Delhi Act granting the lieutenant
governor extensive powers to intervene in the functioning of the capital city’s elected government is a
regressive move. The 2018 SC judgment that restricted Centre’s ambit to control over police, public order and
land ensured an uneasy ceasefire, allowing Delhi’s administration to proceed relatively smoothly. By mandating
LG’s opinion before any decision is taken, the amendment seeks to override SC’s ruling which held that
Council of Ministers didn’t need to obtain LG’s “concurrence” on every issue of day to day governance.

In stating that the “government” referred to in any law passed by the Delhi assembly “shall mean the Lieutenant
Governor” the amendment ends the autonomy enjoyed by the AAP government and reduces it to a figurechead.
A political case is also made against the needless amendment by AAP winning two successive mandates with a
thumping majority against two national parties. If this signifies popular approval for its work, there can be no
argument in terms of misgovernance to thrust the unaccountable LG’s office with more administrative powers.

The amendment is deeply hurtful for Indian democracy. It gives grist to the pervasive criticism that democracy
is being downgraded even as political power is getting centralised. An elected government awaiting the opinion
of the unelected LG on administrative decisions will considerably slow down governance. This will directly
impact the quality of life in the capital city, already beset by air quality and policing woes. Even if the bill
passes the Parliament courtesy NDA’s majority, a legal challenge is bound to ensue. Months could go by in
agitation, litigation, and governance at a standstill. Centre must respect federalism and back off while there is
still leeway to do so.
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China’s Escalating Water War

On top of other asymmetric tactics, Brahmaputra mega-project is a new threat India
faces

China’s multi-pronged unconventional war
against India has ranged from cyberattacks on
critical infrastructure and furtive territorial
encroachments to strategic information warfare
and an ongoing village building drive to
populate uninhabited but disputed borderlands.
Water wars are a key component of such
warfare because they allow China to leverage its
upstream Tibet-centred power over the most
essential natural resource.

China knows its troops cannot fight and win
decisively against the battle hardened Indian
military on a force-on-force basis, as the Galwan
valley clashes underscored. So, to contain India,
it has been applying asymmetric warfare techniques to attack India’s weak points, in keeping with what Sun
Tzu said: “All warfare is based on deception.”

India, instead of looking at China’s new face of war in totality and devising a comprehensive and proactive
counter-strategy, has brought its security under increasing pressure through a disjointed and fragmented
approach. Such is the absence of long-term strategic thinking and planning that, each time China opens a new
front or pressure point, India searches for a stopgap or, worse still, seeks to paper over its weak spot.

China’s newly approved Brahmaputra mega-project, which will dwarf its Three Gorges Dam by generating
almost three times more electricity, should shake India out of its ad hoc, compartmentalised approach to
Chinese aggression. The project is to harness the force of a nearly 3,000 metre drop in the Brahmaputra’s height
when the river, just before entering India, takes a U-turn around the Himalayas to form the world’s longest and
steepest canyon. By setting out to dam the Brahmaputra there, China is seeking to effectively weaponise water
against India.

Unidentified Chinese upstream activities in the past have triggered flash floods in Arunachal Pradesh and
Himachal Pradesh and, more recently, turned the water in the once-pristine Siang — Brahmaputra’s main artery
— dirty and grey as it entered India. Indeed, such is China’s defiant unilateralism that, to complete a major dam
project, it halted the flow of a Brahmaputra tributary, the Xiabuqu, in 2016 and then started damming another
such tributary, the Lhasa River, into a series of artificial lakes.

In 2017, China openly demonstrated its use of water as as a tool of coercive diplomacy when, in breach of two
bilateral accords, it punitively cut off the flow of hydrological data to India, an action that undermined

downstream flood early warning systems, resulting in preventable deaths in Assam. China reversed the data
cutoff only after the 2018 Wuhan summit, which was held following its capture of Doklam behind the cover of
the August 2017 disengagement agreement.

About a dozen small or medium sized Chinese dams are already operational on the Brahmaputra’s upper
reaches. But with its dam building now moving to the river’s India-bordering canyon region, China will be able
to manipulate transboundary flows and leverage its claim to the adjacent Arunachal.

The serious implications, however, are being obscured by misinformation or ignorance. For example, some in
Indian policy and academic circles have conjectured that the Brahmaputra collects the larger share of its water
in India. This water collection is mainly restricted to the four-month monsoon season. Fluvial ecosystems
depend on perennial water sources, which, in the Brahmaputra’s case, are largely in Tibet.

The Brahmaputra, the world’s highest altitude river, gathers extremely rich silt in its almost 2,200km
Himalayan run. The silt rich water from Tibet, not monsoon water collection, is central to the river’s unique
hydrology and biodiversity support. The canyon mega-project, like the Three Gorges Dam, will trap
downstream flow of nutrient-rich silt. It’ll also disrupt the Brahmaputra’s annual flooding cycle, which helps to
re-fertilise farmland naturally by spreading silt, besides opening giant fish nurseries. That, in turn, is likely to
cause subsidence and salinity in the Brahmaputra-Ganges-Meghna delta.

In the Mekong Basin, the environmental havoc unleashed by China’s upstream giant dams is becoming
increasingly apparent. The environmental devastation could be worse in the Brahmaputra basin, especially in
densely populated Bangladesh, triggering a greater exodus of refugees to India, which is already home to
countless millions of illegally settled Bangladeshis.

The Brahmaputra mega-dam, ominously, will be built in a seismically active area, thus implying a ticking
“water bomb” for downstream communities. The dictatorship in Beijing is not deterred even by the fact that the
project will desecrate territory that is sacred to Tibetans: the major mountains, cliffs and caves in the canyon
region, known locally as Pemako, or the “Hidden Lotus Land”, represent the body of their guardian deity, the
goddess Dorje Pagmo (Vajravarahi in Sanskrit), and the Brahmaputra represents her spine.

The expanding water war is clearly part of China’s integrated, multidimensional strategy against India, which
seeks to employ all available means short of open war. Its unconventional war is profoundly impacting every
core Indian interest. To deal with this structural challenge, India, in Sun Tzu style, must give China a taste of its
own medicine. Two US reports, The Longer Telegram (published by the Atlantic Council) and the state
department’s The Elements of the China Challenge, underline the imperative to target China’s weak spots.

India has little choice but to asymmetrically out-compete China’s asymmetric war by exploiting its internal
vulnerabilities, fissures and fragilities, including in Tibet, the main launchpad for its unconventional warfare.
India has the capabilities to outwit and deter China; what it needs is the vision and resolve.
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Democracy, theirs and ours

A homegrown question: How do we understand democracy?

Just as we were leaving behind the controversy over “too much democracy”, we have landed into another one,
about too little democracy. The spirited response by the External Affairs Minister, S Jaishankar, to the latest
international negative assessments of India’s democracy deserves applause for witty repartee. But is democracy
a matter of mere repartee? And is the minister’s response repartee or a serious intellectual proposition?

It seems that the minister’s response represents a considered position of the current regime: The blunt assertion
is that outsiders have no business assessing our democracy. The baseline of the repartee is that voters elect a
majority and that is all democracy is about.

Indeed, the methodology and ranking mechanisms adopted by organisations like Freedom House and projects
like V-Dem can be critiqued. But it is rather petty to challenge them when, and because, your country is
downgraded. Within their limitations, such assessments fulfil two purposes. They allow cross-national
comparisons. One may have reservations about their criteria but being common for all countries, they give a
reasonable idea where a country stands vis-a-vis others. They also tell us how a given country has been
performing over time. Therefore, rejecting them as hypocrisy is not merely churlish, it characterises the
avoidance syndrome. One wonders when our national bird changed from peacock to ostrich.

But we, too, can leave the international wisdom aside and ask two homegrown questions. First, how does one
handle domestic criticism of the way the current regime has corroded democracy in India?

Not all criticisms take inspiration from Freedom House or the likes of it. This writer would not require evidence
from V-Dem to argue that things are going wrong as far as democratic politics is concerned in this country.
Arrests and gagging of media persons, indiscriminate filing of sedition cases, unleashing of investigative
agencies against critics of the government and numerous suspensions of internet in “disturbed areas” have all
been widely reported. The regime has facilitated space for vigilantes to engage not just in trolling and name-
calling, but also wanton filing of cases by way of harassment, and lynching. The judiciary has chosen to avoid
cases involving challenges to major laws and inexplicably postponed hearing habeas corpus cases. Finally, the
majoritarian turn both in policy and public opinion has posed an intellectual challenge of evolving an
atmanirbhar definition of democracy.

Activists who get arrested for their tweets, political workers who are denied bail, comedians who face trials,
minorities that get sidelined and maligned, journalists who have to face FIRs, are not going to need V-Dem or
Freedom House reports to give their experience a name. There is only one lesson for all of them: It is a mistake
to imagine that India is a democracy, there is a stiff cost attached to that imagination and therefore the
unmistakable conclusion is that all are not free nor politically equal. Even if the wisdom of the minister were to
force a change in the international assessment, it will not change the ground reality.
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But in the coming years, a second question is going to occupy the public space prominently: How do we
understand democracy? Regimes that undo legacies, de-recognise existing wisdom, unsettle established
practices and generally claim the task of paradigm change, often resort to the first tactic of intellectual
skullduggery: Taking recourse to nativism, they seek to change meanings of ideas and popularise those
meanings in the name of exceptionalism or nationalism. The recent negative reports about India’s democracy
have given a convenient handle to pseudo-intellectuals of the regime to commence this offensive of redefinition.

A time will come when it will be argued that democracy is a western notion unnecessary for true and spiritual
emancipation — moksha. It will be claimed that there is an indigenous meaning to democracy. Liberalism and
individual rights are a western fashion, institutional autonomy is a fetish, freedom of expression is a superfluous
luxury (and of course, no freedom is absolute). The emphasis on Deendayal Upadhyaya and the unapologetic
revival of MS Golwalkar are symptomatic of this first step to arguing that there is an Indian-Hindu version of
democracy. A careful reading of more recent speeches by RSS chief Mohan Bhagwat testify to that claim. The
claim is often simplistic — that democracy was invented, practised and theorised in Hindu tradition and
scriptures much before and independently of western intellectual developments. But beyond that, there is a
denial of two key resources on which India’s democratic politics is based — namely, the national movement
and the Constitution.

This is where the task of true democrats is cut out for them. They need to undertake three routes. The most
elementary responsibility is not to express glee at the international downgrading of India’s democracy, and
throw the results into the regime’s face. This is a moment to be sober and to keep asking how we arrived here.
Second is the theoretical challenge. Going beyond the binaries of western and non-western, a robust model of
democracy will need to be redeemed. As globalisation and the spatial movement of people becomes the norm,
the question of what constitutes a majority and how different identities relate to each other will become central
to democracies. Without being ultra-nationalist, like spokespersons of the current regime, we need to frankly
insist on learning from the dreams and experiments of India’s freedom movement and Constitution.

Third, the simplistic binary between electoral and non-electoral needs to be set aside. Regimes which initially
hide behind the democratic fig-leaf often overemphasise the virtue of electoral victories and the will of the
people. However, moments of democracy’s crisis alert us that the division between the liberal and the
democratic is shallow and unhelpful. The will of the people cannot express itself unless people as groups,
religions, and also as individual dissenters are free to express themselves. The moment individual citizens or
minorities and marginalised sections are silenced into self-censorship born out of the lure of social approbation
or risk of repression, democracy based on the claims of so many votes begins to resemble its opposite.

Whether or not to call that opposite of democracy by the name of autocracy, authoritarianism, or partial
freedom, is less important because non-democracy, by any name, will smell as odious — it will crush the
“people” in whose name it has enthroned itself.
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Lieutenant Government

With proposed law, Centre arrogates power to itself, undermines Delhi’s elected
government, goes against SC

For at least three years during the AAP’s second stint in office in Delhi, beginning 2015, policy decisions on a
range of issues, from air pollution control to law-and-order management, seemed to be held hostage to the
party’s frequent run-ins with the Centre. Much of the conflict stemmed from the ambiguities of Article 239AA
which empowered Delhi’s Lt Governor to refer “any matter” to the President in case of a difference with the
Council of Ministers. The matter seemed to have been laid to rest in 2018 by a five-judge Supreme Court bench
which upheld the pre-eminence of Delhi’s elected government in matters other than police, public order and
land. Now, a new Bill introduced by the Centre in Parliament on Monday threatens to rake up the power-sharing
controversy again. It has revived apprehensions of a bid by the Centre to circumscribe the powers of Delhi’s
elected government. The “government” in Delhi, according to this piece of legislation, is synonymous with the
LG, whose advice or opinion must be sought before taking action on any cabinet decision. Its “statement of
objects and reasons” claims that the Bill seeks to give effect to the 2018 judgment, but the proposed law
actually goes against the spirit of the landmark apex court verdict, and its insistence that the Centre and the
Delhi government “should uphold the spirit of cooperative federalism”. It will also be a huge step backward for
Delhi’s quest for full statehood, a promise held aloft by every political party — including the BJP — at various
times to the electorate.

The 2018 verdict inaugurated a period of relative calm in relations between the Delhi government and the
Centre. Encouraged by the apex court’s imprimatur, the Delhi government stopped sending files on executive
matters to the LG before the implementation of decisions. This had the effect of giving the AAP government a
freer hand on governance matters, enabling it to implement policy decisions such as free bus rides to women,
doorstep delivery of rations to the city’s residents, free electricity to those using less than 200 units of power
and mechanisation of sewage cleaning operations. More recently, the Centre and the Delhi government
presented a united front during the crisis wrought by the COVID-19 pandemic. Though LG Anil Baijal did not
always see eye to eye with the Kejriwal government, especially on decisions such as restricting Delhi’s medical
resources to its residents, differences were resolved without much ado.

The implications of the proposed law extend well beyond the AAP vs BJP political conflict. By making it
mandatory for the elected government to route all files through the LG, it threatens to take away the autonomy
that any elected government legitimately requires for governance. Surely the BJP-led Centre does not mean to
send out the message that it supports greater autonomy for Delhi’s government only if a BJP government rules
Delhi. The Centre must rethink this ill-advised move. It would do well to revisit Justice D Y Chandrachud’s
note in the 2018 verdict: “In a democratic form of government, the real power must subsist in the elected arms
of the state”

We need to urgently invest in public health

Only a robust public health system, and not healthcare alone, can lead to disease
prevention and control

‘ The worst pandemic in a hundred years has
demonstrated the importance of healthcare and
public health in times of a health crisis. The
efforts of healthcare personnel, from ASHA
workers with only basic training, to highly

specialised intensive care physicians, have saved
countless lives and made India proud.

That healthcare is science-based was convincingly
demonstrated. Lab diagnosis, clinical assessments,
triage and management ranging from home
quarantine to intensive care, clinical trials
discriminating between useful and useless
therapeutic modalities all gave society a glimpse
of how modern medicine works. We learned that
outcomes of well-designed clinical trials with their statistically significant differences between treatment
modalities are sacrosanct for evidence — not unreliable personal anecdotes.

Healthcare personnel worked tirelessly, with single-minded devotion to duty, putting the best interests of others
who were in need over their own personal priorities. This made a mark in public perception. Now we realise
why good grounding in theory, long years in basics and specialisation, and apprenticing to gain experience in
ethical, evidence-based medical practice are essential for the making of caring medical and nursing
professionals. Both the science base and the discipline belong to the allopathic system of medicine. This was
brought to India just over a century ago and successfully adopted by us as our own.

Healthcare and public health

While the health-care capability in India ranks among the world’s best, it is a different story when it comes to
public health. We need to distinguish between the two. Healthcare refers to the transaction between one
caregiver and one sick person at a time — hence the client is the sick person and therapy is the mainstay. For
public health, the client is the community at large and the goal is disease prevention and control. Disease control
is the deliberate, intervention-based and quantified reduction of disease burden. It has to be data-driven. Data
are required on baseline disease burden and real-time monitoring to track the control trajectory of all the highly
prevalent infectious diseases. Reliable data must be collected from all sources including every healthcare
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provider, for monitoring disease burden by diagnosis and outcomes; for this exercise, the total population is the
denominator.

Data collection for HIV control is sample-based, under the unique Indian design of sentinel surveillance,
established in 1986 and still continuing. It shows only the time trend of declining infection prevalence.
Counting of acute flaccid paralysis (AFP) and laboratory tests for polioviruses (including molecular methods
distinguishing wild from vaccine viruses) were crucial for polio elimination in India. The commonality between
HIV/AIDS and polio programmes is the availability of denominator-based data. The denominator for polio
elimination is the national total under-five population. So, we knew the total disease burden. And when it
reached zero, we knew polio was eliminated.

Our health management does not have a way of prospectively collecting data on all diseases and deaths by
diagnosis. That is precisely the task of public health. In its absence, we have only the numerator data on various
diseases, including COVID-19, but not the denominator — in short we do not have a comprehensive and
quantified profile of any disease in the entire population, including those under vertical programmes —
tuberculosis, malaria, leprosy, AIDS.

For COVID-19, computerised medical records informed us about how many were tested for SARS-CoV-2
infection — and among them, how many were positive, hospitalised, survived or died. All statistics are
available in the public domain. Everyone knows that the numbers cover only a fraction of the total, but what
proportion of the total, will remain unknown forever.

Social vaccination

To get an insight into the totality of infections in the whole population, we rely on the shape of the COVID-19
epidemic curve that peaked in September and steadily declined to the present — with less than 20,000 daily
new infections since January 7 until recently. That informs the proportion already infected — most probably
50%-60%, for 700 million to 800 million people. But the detected numbers are over 11 million. Where does the
truth lie: nearer to 11 million or to 700 million? We will not know without a public health surveillance system.
The sero-surveys on random samples, an attempt to derive the totality of infections, reported widely disparate
figures and failed to give us a reasonably reliable picture.

For COVID-19, there are non-pharmacological preventive interventions — face masks, hand hygiene, physical
distancing — and pharmacological prevention by vaccination. Where we fell short is timely and comprehensive
public education with authoritative and authentic information communicated effectively to the public for self-
motivated behaviour modification. In other words, a ‘social vaccine’. Social vaccination is another function of
public health.

In the absence of public health infrastructure, India’s AIDS Task Force designed and successfully applied
‘social vaccine’ during the HIV/AIDS epidemic and this was continued by the National AIDS Control
Organization (NACO). Sadly, there was no crosstalk between the COVID-19 programme and NACO; hence
principles of social vaccine, so effectively deployed in AIDS prevention, were not adopted for COVID-19
prevention. Now, during the COVID-19 vaccine roll-out, authentic health education regarding vaccination is
conspicuously lacking, leading to considerable vaccine hesitancy among even healthcare staff. Post-vaccination
surveillance, vital for assessing vaccine efficacy and safety, is not being conducted, again a lacuna in public
health. We sorely miss public health.

COVID-19 has strong social determinants of infection transmission — overcrowding, lack of cough/sneeze
etiquette, and urban-rural divide in health awareness and education. These factors are common for influenza and
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TB too. Typhoid, cholera, leptospirosis, scrub typhus, malaria, rabies, etc. have environmental determinants. In
countries where public health is given equal status with healthcare, public health addresses both social and
environmental determinants and controls these diseases. Public health personnel have jurisdiction over people in
their homes and workplaces, food and water distribution chains, and over ecosystems — ranging from densities
of arthropod vectors, rodent and canine populations, to flight ranges of fruit-eating bats.

Our government errs when it thinks that healthcare for people’s felt need alone will suffice, without mitigating
disease determinants through public health. India’s style of mounting ad hoc responses only when there is a
pandemic is no longer tenable. Currently our healthcare institutions are cluttered with too many infectious

diseases that are amenable to control if only we had public health. Imagine how much wealth is going down the
drain for want of public health. Investment in public health will result in health, wealth and prosperity.
