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The Role Of The University

Nation needs it, and it can only thrive with academic freedom and institutional
autonomy

Universities have been forums of knowledge creation and
exchange, and they continue to play an instrumental role
in transforming nations into knowledge societies. Over
time, their academic freedom has been curtailed, and
their significance as tools of social change has
diminished. The Academic Freedom Index established by
the Global Public Policy Institute (GPPi) has
demonstrated that academic freedom has been
challenging for universities in several nations. Albert
Einstein famously observed, “By academic freedom, I
understand the right to search for truth and to publish
and teach what one holds to be true. This right also
implies a duty: One must not conceal any part of what
one has recognised to be true.”

Recent events that have taken place in a reputed Indian university are only a reflection of the more
significant public concern across the world relating to academic freedom, institutional autonomy and
regulatory stringency. While many issues of academic freedom are being debated in the public domain,
we need to engage in a deeper and more nuanced analysis of these issues, which will shape the future of
universities in India and across the world.

At the outset, it needs to be mentioned that academic freedom is fundamental to any university in the
world. Democracies take pride in the fact that they’ve precious spaces in society where freedom of speech
is duly protected and promoted. In a democracy that celebrates freedom of expression of diverse views,
ideological dogmatism of any kind, either from the Left or from the Right, will not help universities. At the
heart of academic freedom is preserving democratic ideals consistently, promoting pluralism and
nurturing democratic institutions.

Our challenge as educators is to recognise the complex role universities play as social organisations. No
unique circumstances favour or disfavour a public or private university to promote academic freedom
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within its institutional context. However, there’re undoubtedly historical, social, political and economic
factors contributing to institutionalising academic freedom in some societies more than others.

The fundamental objectives of university governance are based on the following three principles to
promote academic freedom, while ensuring institutional autonomy. First, all recruitment, appraisal and
assessment of faculty and staff ought to be entirely undertaken within the university. They must be
performance-based, following the policies, rules and regulations of the university. The powers for
decision-making to implement these processes must be vested in the university’s leadership, which
includes the faculty and staff. Outsiders, including the most generous donors, should be excluded from
this process. Internal governance of a university is central to protecting academic freedom, and it has to
be led by the faculty and not anybody from outside the university.

Second, all decisions relating to the formulation of programmes, curriculum, courses, pedagogy and
establishment of schools/ departments ought to be determined within the university as per established
policies, rules and regulations of the university with all powers of decision-making vested within the
faculty and staff of the university. While these decisions are taken in consonance with the laws, rules,
regulations and guidelines given by the various government and regulatory bodies and based on
international best practices, nobody from outside the university should exercise control or influence in
these decisions.

And third, all decisions relating to the research that’s undertaken by the faculty members, including their
publications ought to be based upon the principles of academic freedom and intellectual autonomy.
Those faculty members who're involved in academic research ought to have full autonomy to determine
the type of research projects and initiatives, including the topics of research that they undertake, and the
outcomes of the research. While the faculty members will be engaging in research and publications that'll
speak truth to power, it should be based upon evidence, especially when the intention of the research is
to inform policy-making.

Going forward, we need to recognise the importance of two central aspects of university governance for
academic freedom to be meaningfully institutionalised in Indian universities. One, regulatory freedom.
The National Education Policy (NEP) 2020 has envisaged substantive regulatory reforms to empower
Indian universities.

Regardless of their public or private character, universities in India are hugely dependent on multiple
stakeholders for effective internal governance. These stakeholders are internal and external to the
institution. Without achieving substantive regulatory freedom, no university can function in a genuinely
autonomous manner and protect the academic freedom of faculty and students. I believe that this is the
intention of NEP 2020 as well, which promotes “a ‘light but tight’ regulatory framework to ensure
integrity, transparency, and resource efficiency ... while encouraging innovation and out-of-the-box ideas
through autonomy, good governance, and empowerment.”

Two, universities need to develop a culture of transparency in which important decisions are taken after
proper consultation with all stakeholders. The need for consultation, communication and consensus-
building is imperative. However, for decisions to have legitimacy and acceptance, there ought to be the
fundamental and foundational aspect of trust, respect and collegiality among all stakeholders. Only then
will disagreements not lead to acrimonious engagements that can vitiate the academic and intellectual
ecosystem, and universities must guard against that.
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The vision and imagination of NEP 2020, if implemented in letter and spirit, will enable Indian
universities to provide world-class education, while promoting excellence and contributing to nation-
building. ‘Atmanirbharta’, for the nation, institutions, especially universities, is intertwined with the
fundamental principles of freedom, autonomy and governance.
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Listen to Mizoram

The strife in Myanmar is impacting the Northeast, Centre needs to discuss concerns
flagged by Zoramthanga.

India’s foreign policy is set in Delhi, and not in a state capital, but the developments in Mizoram have
underlined that the Ministry of External Affairs cannot ignore the impact of developments in
neighbouring countries on India’s border states. India has not yet taken a position on its relations with
the junta that has seized power in Myanmar. When the coup took place, India expressed concern that the
democratic transition had been interrupted. Later, as pro-democracy protestors were being gunned
down, India endorsed a UN Security Council statement asking the military to show restraint. But as Delhi
has put off the inconvenient question, Mizoram chief minister Zoramthanga has indicated that he does
not have that luxury. India and Myanmar share a 1,600-km long border and Mizoram alone has a 500-km
long exposure to the eastern neighbour along the Chin state. Alleging atrocities by the junta, some 500
people have crossed over into Mizoram seeking refuge. Mizoram and the Chin state have shared
ethnicities. India wants to deport these people, and has closed the border. However, Zoramthanga has
held a virtual meeting with Zin Mar Aung, the “foreign minister” of the National League for Democracy’s
government-in-exile, in which he expressed solidarity with the people of Myanmar.

This unusual “confrontation” has highlighted several issues. Though India has been the strongest
democracy in South Asia and has provided a safe haven for people fleeing persecution from as close as Sri
Lanka and far as Iran, it is not a signatory to the 1951 Refugee Convention, does not have its own asylum
policy, and is uneven in its treatment of people seeking refuge. Over the years, Tamils, Tibetans and
Afghans have been welcomed. But with no toolkit to distinguish political or humanitarian refugees from
economic migrants, the government has started to discriminate between refuge seekers along religious
lines, like in the case of the Rohingya. Under the Citizenship Amendment Act, only Hindus fleeing Islamic
countries in the neighbourhood will be welcomed. Confusingly, India has also spoken up for non-
refoulement, the principle of not sending refugees back to their home countries if it is likely that they will
face persecution. For a country that prides itself as a member of a democratic quadrilateral and borders
several politically unstable countries, India needs a better and more even-handed framework on
refugees.
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For now, Delhi needs to listen to the urgent voices from Mizoram. True, India has much at stake in
Myanmar, in security and strategic terms. But if the Northeast is key to India’s Look East policy, the
Centre cannot afford to simply brush aside the concerns of a chief minister of an important border state.
If the situation in Myanmar does not improve, what is happening today in Mizoram, could well spread to
Manipur and the other states as well.

Code Of Equality

SC guidelines warn judiciary against practice and language that trivialise sexual
crimes against women. It is welcome.

Last year, the Madhya Pradesh High Court set a disturbing precedent when it asked a man accused of
sexual assault to tie a rakhi on the victim as a condition for granting him bail. The Supreme Court has not
only struck down the order as invalid, arguing that it “transforms a molester into a brother by a judicial
mandate” but also laid down a set of comprehensive guidelines that discourage the judiciary from orders
that trivialise sexual crimes against women and language that regurgitates demeaning stereotypes about
women.

This rulebook against patriarchal bias is immensely welcome — and a landmark attempt to nudge the
judiciary to recognise the everyday, in-built sexism that manifests in orders that ask victims of sexual
crime to marry their assailants and evaluates women victims by notions of chastity and “good” conduct.
“The stereotype of the ideal sexual assault victim disqualifies several accounts of lived experiences of
sexual assault. Rape myths undermine the credibility of those women who are seen to deviate too far
from stereotyped notions of chastity, resistance to rape, having visible physical injuries, behaving a
certain way, reporting the offence immediately,” the court said. The SC counselled lower courts against
bail conditions that involve any contact with the victim and the accused; orders that perpetuate
“stereotypical or patriarchal notions about women and their place in society” or comment on the
woman'’s attire, behaviour or “morals”. It warned against attempts by the judiciary to “suggest or
entertain” any compromises between the complainant and the accused. It asked judges to desist from
opinions that suggest “good” women are chaste, or obedient, or natural mothers, and those that express
doubt about the intentions of a sexually active woman'’s intent. The court has also mandated a module of
gender sensitisation in the training of judges.

The Supreme Court had stepped in when several SC lawyers moved the court against the egregious rakhi
ruling. In their submission, the lawyers pointed to a pattern of such retrograde orders, from asking the
accused in cases of sexual crime to render community service in COVID-19 hospitals, to planting trees
and contributing to charities; from an order that commented disapprovingly on a woman who fell asleep
after rape “as this is not the way our women react when they are ravished”; to orders granting bail in
POCSO cases on the promise to marry the underage victim. The Supreme Court also sought the advice of
the attorney-general, who assented to the need for sensitisation . The Court has done well for using this
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opportunity to push judicial common sense into a less patriarchal terrain of constitutional rights and
violations. It must also be vigilant that this code of gender equity is followed in letter and spirit.

Delhi’s administration as the tail wagging the dog

The Government of NCT of Delhi (Amendment) Bill, 2021 will reduce the elected
government to a mere vestigial organ

A courtier once said about Charles II, “We have a pretty witty king, Whose word no man relies on. He
never said a foolish thing, And never did a wise one.” Charles supposedly replied, “The wise words are my
own, the deeds are my ministers.” Thus was seeded the system of the cabinet form of government, which
eventually flowered in England and left its imprimatur over constitutional structures throughout the
world. India has no monarchs but a President and Governors, in whose name, the government is run.
They can do almost nothing by themselves, without the aid and advice of their cabinet of Ministers.
However, the Lieutenant Governor (LG) of Delhi, will likely be an exception soon.

Parliamentary democracy, with a cabinet form of government, is part of the basic structure of the Indian
Constitution. Its first article reads, “India that is Bharat, shall be a Union of States.” When the Constitution
came into force, there were four kinds of States, called Parts A,B, C and D States, with the last two being
administered by centrally appointed Chief Commissioners and Lieutenant Governors, with no locally
elected Assemblies to aid and advise them.

Governing Delhi

Delhi as the National Capital, belonged to the nation as a whole. It was felt that if Delhi became a part of
any constituent State of the Union, that State would sooner or later acquire a predominant position in
relation to other States. Second, the need for keeping the National Capital under the control of the Union
Government was deemed to be vital in the national interest. It was felt that if Delhi became a full State,
the administration of the National Capital would be divided into rigid compartments of the State field and
Union field. Conflicts would likely arise in vital matters, particularly if the two governments were run by
different political parties.

Hence, Delhi was initially made a Part C State. Its population then was around 14 lakh people. In 1951, a
Legislative Assembly was created with an elected Chief Minister. Chaudhary Brahm Prakash became the
first Chief Minister in 1952. However, a prolonged stand-off with the Chief Commissioner, and later the
Union Home Minister, Govind Ballabh Pant, over issues of jurisdictions and functional autonomy,
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eventually led to his resignation, in 1955. In 1956, when the Constitution of India was amended to
implement the provisions of the States Reorganisation Act, only two categories, namely, States and Union
Territories remained in the Indian Union. Delhi then became a Union Territory to be administered by an
Administrator appointed by the President. The Legislative Assembly of Delhi and the Council stood
abolished, despite loud protests in Parliament. Ten years later, the Delhi Administration Act, 1966
provided for a limited representative Government in Delhi through a Metropolitan Council comprising 56
elected Members and five nominated Members. This structure continued for many years, with repeated
political demands for full statehood to be granted to Delhi.

In 1987, the Balakrishnan Committee was set up to submit its recommendations with regard to the status
to be conferred on Delhi. In 1989, the Committee recommended that Delhi should continue to be a Union
Territory but that there must be a Legislative Assembly and Council of Ministers responsible to the said
Assembly with appropriate powers; and to ensure stability, appropriate constitutional measures should
be taken to confer the National Capital a special status. Based on this report, the Constitution (69th)
Amendment Act and the Government of National Capital Territory of Delhi (GNCT) Act, 1991 were
passed. They roughly restored the kind of governance system that was offered to Delhi in 1952: a Union
Territory with a Legislative Assembly, a Council of Ministers and an elected Chief Minister. This limited
reincarnation has continued to hold the field to date, despite several efforts to progress to full or near-
statehood.

Politics and questions

Between 1991 to date, there have been various instances when the Delhi Assembly has been won by a
party other than the ruling party at the Centre. In an era of mixed but slim mandates, the Delhi
government and the Union Government have differed, but more often than not found a modus vivendi .
But the Lok Sabha elections of 2014 and 2019 and the Delhi Assembly elections of 2015 and 2020, have
resulted in huge mandates to personality-led governments, from different parties that are seemingly
locked in mortal combat with each other.

The ensuing fights lead to constitutional questions on Delhi’s peculiar government structure being
litigated up to the Supreme Court. A Bench in 2018 ruled that “..Parliament envisaged a representative
form of Government for the NCT of Delhi. The said provision intends to provide for the Capital a directly
elected Legislative Assembly which shall have legislative powers over matters falling within the State List
and the Concurrent List, barring those excepted, and a mandate upon the Lieutenant Governor to act on
the aid and advice of the Council of Ministers except when he decides to refer the matter to the President
for final decision”. The Court further ruled that “.. The Constitution has mandated a federal balance
wherein independence of a certain required degree is assured to the State Governments. As opposed to
centralism, a balanced federal structure mandates that the Union does not usurp all powers and the
States enjoy freedom without any unsolicited interference from the Central Government with respect to
matters which exclusively fall within their domain.”

The remaining issues of governance, especially in the matter of control over Delhi government servants,
was remitted to two judges of the Court for further adjudication. In 2019, there was a difference of
opinion recorded in separate judgments by the two judges and the matter awaits hearing before a larger
Bench.

The consequences
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[t is against this convoluted historical and legal background that we must assess the Central
government’s justification that “In order to give effect to the interpretation made by Hon’ble Supreme
Court in the aforesaid judgments, a Bill, namely, the Government of National Capital Territory of Delhi
(Amendment) Bill, 2021 seeks, inter alia, to clarify the expression ‘Government’, ...consistent with the
status of Delhi as a Union territory to address the ambiguities in the interpretation of the legislative
provisions.”

The Bill effectively reduces the elected government to a mere vestigial organ and elevates the centrally
appointed LG, to the position of a Viceroy with plenipotentiary powers. Simply put, the elected
government in Delhi can do nothing, if the LG does not permit them to so do. It provides that, “The
expression ‘Government’ referred to in any law to be made by the Legislative Assembly shall mean the
Lieutenant Governor.” It further provides that “..before taking any executive action in pursuance of the
decision of the Council of Ministers or a Minister, to exercise powers of Government, ..under any law in
force in the Capital, the opinion of Lieutenant Governor ...shall be obtained on all such matters as may be
specified, by a general or special order, by Lieutenant Governor.”

If the Bill is passed by both Houses of Parliament, as it seems so, it will be a case of the unelected tail
wagging the elected dog. The population of Delhi which counts among the highest in the world, will have
an unrepresentative administration. It will be ruled by an appointed LG, who can only be changed if the
rest of the country, decides to change the Central government. There can be no recourse to the ballot box
to hold to account an unelected, centrally appointed government functionary. It is quite likely that the
amendment act will end up being challenged in the constitutional courts. The Supreme Court has already
cautioned — “Interpretation cannot ignore the conscience of the Constitution. That apart, when we take a
broader view, we are also alive to the consequence of such an interpretation. If the expressions in case of
difference and on any matter are construed to mean that the Lieutenant Governor can differ on any
proposal, the expectation of the people which has its legitimacy in a democratic set-up, although different
from States as understood under the Constitution, will lose its purpose in simple semantics.”

Will Parliamentarians heed the Court’s caution, or like Charles II, will they never say “a foolish thing and
never do a wise one”?
