Let's consider 'secular’. As SC correctly observed many times, secularism is integral and intertwined in all
aspects of the Constitution. From right to equality and fraternity, all fundamental rights clearly indicate
that secularism is a core feature. In the Indian context, secularism, envisioned as equality of all religions,
castes and creeds, is evident in Articles 15 (equality) and 25 (freedom of religion).

'Socialist' is a different kettle of fish. SC has held that the idea of socialism can be upheld as part of basic
structure since it also stands for equality of opportunity and fair distribution of the nation's wealth; that
such philosophy is reflected in various articles of the Constitution. But that's stretching the definition of
socialism. It conflates socialism, which is to do with ownership of means of production, with social justice,
which is about everyone getting a fair shot at life. The Constitution certainly has social justice as part of its
basic structure doctrine. But not socialism. In fact, a robust capitalist system with good welfare provisions
is the best guarantee for social justice. Social justice is best served by a rights-based approach that's worked
into an economic policy that encourages free enterprise. India's problem right now is that since structural
reforms aren't happening, economic opportunities are not expanding, making welfare spends bigger.
Socialism is irrelevant here. The other point is that secularism is key to social justice. Given caste hierarchy
and religious diversity, a secular state is a must for delivering social justice.

So, drop socialist', keep 'secular’.

Two new schemes can push up productivity

Research Development and Innovation (RDI) Scheme, cleared earlier this week by the Union cabinet, is
aimed at nudging industry to ramp up research, accelerate development, and foster innovation in strategic
and sunrise sectors. The offer of 1 lakh cr risk capital is not tied to outcomes. The scheme will need to be
monitored for progress in areas such as energy transition, biotech and Al. Of particular importance is the
'Deep Tech' fund to acquire transformative technologies that is likely to draw private capital into strategic
areas. To the extent that the scheme seeds an ecosystem of innovation, it will be considered a success. But
results are unlikely to be uniform across the target sectors.

The employment subsidy scheme draws justification from benefits of connecting the target group to
unsubsidised employment. Work experience and income support enhances long-term employment
prospects much beyond duration of the scheme. There are second-order effects on the expansion of small
enter prises, the main creator of manufac turing jobs in India. The programme has an easily identifiable
outcome the number of additional jobs created. The numbers being projected officially are grossly more
than jobs being created in the formal economy. It also matters at what point of the business cycle the
scheme is introduced. To gain traction, the employment subsidy may have to be extended beyond its
original duration (read: beyond its original intention before elections).

In sum, though, the two schemes are a strong signal of India's attempt to upskill and push up labour
productivity. Alongside targeted PLIS to select industries, Gol is nudging manufacturing up the value chain.
Indianeeds to drive the next wave of strategic innovation to become a global manufacturing base. Industry
must consistently grow faster than the broader economy for equitable development. Along the way, it must
reverse the trend of jobless growth. Sunrise industries offer a clear pathway provided adequate
investments are made in research and skilling.

All state sports bodies should take
this up, to their advantage.

While the suggestion comes under the Nehruvian subhead of 'Peace & International Cooperation Activities
through Sports', tapping the diaspora is about upping India's sporting bench strength on international
arenas. Since Overseas Citizen of India (OCI) cardholders were excluded from representing India in 2008,
India has underplayed significantly. This is especially evident in 'potential’ sports like football.

With training and trainers/coaches no longer confined to territorial notions of 'India’, it makes little sense
to be confining when it comes to territorial notions of 'Indian’. At the league level, passport identities have
given way to club identities, whether in IPL cricket or Premier League football. So, let's get the best Indian

talent from across the world to represent India. It should also see India 'catch’ a 'talent’ virus from such
sports globalisation at home.
