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Straying From Reason
Why two-judge SC bench directions on street dogs urgently need a close second look by top court

Monday's Supreme Court direction on stray dogs raises several troubling
questions. First, parts of the directives issued by the bench contradict
existingrules. Animal Birth Control rules, under the Prevention of Cruelty
to Animals Act, clearly state that strays cannot be relocated. Various SC
orders, including one passed recently, have upheld these rules. There's an
existing advisory from the Animal Welfare Board on this. For another SC
bench to direct authorities to "forget the rules" is extraordinary. One of
the top court's key roles is to ensure rules are followed. Parenthetically,
let's note that, as reported by TOI on  Monday,
an earlier order by the same SC bench criticising HC judges drew the
disapproval of CJI Gavai and Justice Surya Kant.

Second, Monday's directives on strays are unimplementable. Animal welfare experts point out that for
Delhi's strays, thousands of shelters will have to be built, in areas without human habitation. Land
acquisition of this scale in a crowded city or in the wider NCR area will be impossible. Even assuming that's
done, costs of building the shelters, training and employing thousands of people to run the shelters and
feeding the strays will run into thousands of crores over time. Which authority is fiscally prepared to do
this? The answer is obvious. That Delhi govt ministers have said they will implement these directives
means little. If ministers don't realise now the impossibility of the task, they will soon do so.

Third, the issue that made the SC bench take suo motu notice of this case was rabies deaths. But forcible
relocation of street dogs won't solve this. It will simply engender heart-breaking cruelty. The solution is
upgrading Delhi's ABC centres that are mandated to perform sterilisation and immunisation. This is doable
and for authorities, budget-wise affordable.

SC has in recent past reviewed its own decisions-in the Bhushan steel case and the HC judges case
mentioned earlier. The directives on stray dogs is a fit case for an urgent and close second look.
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Mad, Bad, Dangerous Anthropocentrism

Diktat bulldozes rational, scientific solution

The Supreme Court's Monday diktat on Delhi-NCR's stray dogs is neither considered nor constitutional. It's
an arbitrary fiat that bulldozes past earlier enlightened court rulings, principle of natural justice,
established Animal Birth Control (ABC) Rules 2023-and even Gol's own April admission in Parliament that
'intensive imple mentation of ABC is the only rational, scientificsolution' tocontrol dog populationsand
rabies. In May 2024, after 16 years of hearings, a CJI bench upheld ABC rules. This latestorder trashes them
in one stroke, with noexplanation for the U-turn. Worse, it leans on possible inaccurate data. We're told
Delhi has 8 lakh dogs and just two hospitals- Ram Manohar Lohia and Safdarjung-reported 1.5 lakh dog-
bite cases (2025 data). That would mean 1in5 dogs has bitten people and all victims magically showed up
at these two hospitals. And are these evenall stray bites? The last dog census in Delhi was carried out in
2016.

Justices JB Pardiwala and R Mahadevan's directives, draped in the pious description of 'larger public
interest’, have handed a free pass to authorities who, for years, have dodged their legal duties dog censuses,
ABC programmes, vaccinations. Where did the ABC budget go? On the ground, most shel- ters are filthy
holding cells, municipal coffers are threadbare, and veterinary staff scarce. Yet, the order demands the
impossible, risks turning citizens on each other, and lets the real culprits - failing authorities - walk free
without so much as a rap on the knuckles.

This isn't just about dogs. It's about judicial decision- making that shrugs off facts, shields the accountable
and ignores proven, science-based solutions. The court should overturn the order as soon as possible.

Manufacturing a 'menace’, and then finding a quick final solution’, is not just bestial but also the worst kind
of irrationalanthropocentric 'justice' in action.
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Bringing them home
India must have norms to keep sacred relics from being sold

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The recent repatriation of the Piprahwa relics, which were excavated in 1898 from a stupa in Uttar Pradesh,
marked an important episode in India's cultural diplomacy efforts. Considered to be physical remnants
associated with Lord Buddha's mortal remains and his early followers, they were taken away in the colonial
era and resurfaced for auction by Sothe- by's in Hong Kong in May. At this point, the Indian government
intervened to halt the auction and repatriate the relics. These artifacts now reside in the National Museum,
providing people the opportunity to engage directly with an irre- placeable piece of India's and Buddhism's
heritage. Notably, India's coordinated diplomatic effort, involving multiple ministries and its missions
abroad, could persuade Sotheby's to postpone and eventually cancel the auction. The Godrej Industries
Group's ability to acquire the relics through a negotiated arrangement with Sotheby's also reflects an
innovative public-private partnership. Thus, the collaboration enabled the repatriation as well as the
setting of a good precedent for future recoveries, combining private sector resources with state authority.
The epi- sode also raised awareness worldwide about In- dia's role as a steward of Buddhist heritage.

However, the case has also revealed certain structural deficiencies in the framework within which India
operates to recover and safeguard its cultural assets. The relics, excavated during British administration,
originally had a fragmented ownership, resulting in a complex legal status that vexed repatriation claims a
century later. India's reactive posture in the episode also reflected gaps in the existing legal, administrative,
and preventive infrastructure to manage heritage. That the auction was publicly announced and scheduled
before India intervened is revealing. The case also exposed the absence of robust international legal
frameworks designed to prevent the sale of culturally sensitive objects. While India used existing national
laws and international negotiations effectively in this instance, it also banked on diplomatic pressure,
which is not a scalable solution. To address these gaps, the country needs a centralised, digitised registry
of cultural assets (domestic and overseas) integrated with international customs and auction houses for
real-time monitoring, proactive tracking, and to receive early alerts of potential sales. The government
could also spearhead or actively participate in international efforts to develop binding norms to keep
sacred relics from being commercialised. Scaling up public-private partnerships is equally imperative,
together with encouraging the involvement of diverse stakeholders, including philanthropic foundations
and heritage trusts, to mobilise additional resources and expertise for recovery and conservation.
