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Seas Are Dying. We Are At Sea

Global Plastics Treaty talks end today in Geneva. Nations keep bickering over output
caps & recycling, as toothbrushes & water bottles dumped in oceans destroy marine
life. Humans aren’t safe either

Some news is good. Tigers are bouncing back. A few months ago,
a record number of Olive Ridley turtles returned to Odisha to
nest. One intrepid turtle lady, dubbed the ‘Marco Polo of turtles’,
decided to hedge her bets and swam all the way to Guhagar beach
in Maharashtra to lay her eggs there too.

Not all turtle stories end so happily. Earlier this year, Chennai
residents reported a disturbing sight. More than a thousand dead
turtles washed ashore on nearby beaches. The cause of their
death remains mysterious. Some observers noticed that the
turtles seemed to have suffocated.

The oceans are full of discarded, nylon ‘ghost nets’ which take
decades, sometimes centuries, to disintegrate. Like many other
sea creatures, the turtles get entangled in the nets and are unable to free themselves. But equally fatal for
turtles is the plastic they consume.

A floating plastic bag looks deceptively like a jellyfish, to which Olive Ridleys are particularly partial.
Ingested plastic bags spell a slow death. The turtles no longer feel hungry, so they stop feeding and
starve.

The same is true of other creatures like albatrosses, the legendary birds so beloved of sailors. In 2009 a
photo by photographer Chris Jordan went viral. It showed a dead albatross chick with the contents of its
stomach revealed. It was filled with household items like toothbrushes and bottle caps. If you look
carefully, you might just spot your own brand of shampoo.

The ocean is choked with plastic. Daily an equivalent of 2,000 garbage lorries of plastic waste is dumped
into the ocean. Environmentalists have identified five large garbage patches, formed by circulating ocean
currents, in which vast amounts of debris have accumulated.

The largest of these, the Great Pacific Garbage Patch, just north of Hawaii, covers 1.6mn sq kms or half the
size of India. While about a fifth of the plastic in the ocean is abandoned fishing gear, the overwhelming
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majority derives from use on land. Most of it consists of plastic bags, bottle caps, water bottles and food
packaging.

Plastic is a remarkable substance, indispensable in sectors like electronics, medicine and transportation.
But in the last two decades, the plastics industry has seen an explosion in global production. Today
460mn tonnes are produced annually, two-thirds of which is single-use plastic. And the trend continues
unabated. It is estimated that production will triple by 2060.

Petrochemical manufacture - 98% of all plastics are derived from oil, gas, and coal - is closely bound up
with the fossil fuel industry.

As green energy expands and govt subsidies to the fossil fuel sector decline, the petrochemical industry
has a vested interest in stimulating our desire for cheap, single-use plastic. Its playbook includes
misleading green marketing (or ‘greenwashing’), churned out by savvy advertising and PR agencies.

Since most products consist of a combination of different types of plastic, recycling is difficult and results
in a poorer quality. Despite the fulsome claims on the items we buy, only around 9% of the plastic we use
is recycled. Most plastics do not decompose but degrade into ever smaller particles. Microplastics have
been detected not only in marine life, from plankton to whales, but have infiltrated every part of our lives.
The hazards for our immune and respiratory systems are as yet unclear.

India is by no means one of the largest producers of plastics - it’s China, followed by US and Europe. But
India is the world’s leading producer of plastic waste, generating a staggering 9.3mn tonnes a year,
beating other polluters such as Nigeria (3.5mn tonnes) and China (2.8mn tonnes) by lengths.

The final round of UN-hosted negotiations for a Global Plastics Treaty has been taking place in Geneva,
and ends today. Positions are entrenched between those nations like Peru and Rwanda who call for a cap
on the soaring production of plastic and those nations, led by oil-rich Saudi Arabia, that categorically
reject restrictions on production and insist the focus should lie on recycling. In previous rounds of talks,
India has been vocal in its support for the latter stance.

The UN Environmental Programme has put forward a proposed package of measures to slash global
plastics pollution by 80% by 2040. These range from a curb on excessive packaging, keeping plastics in
circulation as long as possible, to replacing plastics with greener alternatives. Biodegradable alternatives
to plastic using plant-based materials are being developed by companies worldwide.

Another key factor would be improved waste management. UNEP envisages annual costs of $65bn. But
the costs of business-as-usual would be much higher, the agency argues: an estimated $3tn in damage to
health, climate, and the ocean, not to speak of liability claims against the petrochemical industry.

Some nations suggest setting up a multilateral fund financed by affluent countries to enable nations in the
South to adopt these policies. There is no question that historically, much of the prosperity of US and
Europe stems from their exploitation of global natural resources, including fossil fuels.

However, it is also true that throughout the world, the twenty-first century has witnessed a radical
widening of disparity in wealth between the top 1% of the population and the rest.
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Perhaps, as leading economists such as Thomas Piketty and Nobel Prize winner Abhijit Banerjee argue,
we need to move away from a territorial perspective. Instead, it might be time to make the most powerful
global economic actors accountable: top billionaires and multinationals. A number of them are based in
India.

Welcome Dip Into Big Bag of Chips

India can touch manufacturing critical mass early

India broadened its semiconductor ecosystem by approving four new chip projects on Tuesday. These
approvals come bundled with a raft of financial incentives designed to seed a domestic semiconductor
fabrication industry.

India’s policy push coincides with a global effort to make the semiconductor supply chain resilient, which
aids technology transfer to new manufacturing bases. Seismic activity and epidemics have exposed global
vulnerability to concentrated chip manufacturing, and India is among a clutch of nations that are trying to
pull production onshore. The Al race adds a strategic dimension to the chip industry, where access to
computing power is already being used as a lever. India should count 10 chip projects in various stages of
approval and construction as validation of its timely policy intervention.

The range of semiconductors demanded by industry is wide, which opens the field to investors and plant
location. The latest lot of approvals is for plants in Punjab, Odisha and Andhra Pradesh, with a broad
divergence in their industrial infrastructure. Semiconductor manufacturing imposes its demands, such as
uninterrupted power and water, besides various inputs like specialised gases and chemicals. The India
Semiconductor Mission (ISM) has plans to extend support beyond fabrication and into key inputs. State
governments proactive about semiconductor production find it to their advantage to use the autonomous
ISM as a project clearance window.

Semiconductor fabrication pulls in a truly globalised vendor chain that manufactures highly sophisticated
and very expensive gear. India, though, has an advantage in the pool of chip design workforce. The
world’s leading chip manufacturers have offshore research units in India. Apart from manufacturing cost
arbitrage and a growing demand for chips from industries like automobiles and electronics, India offers a
market for innovation in semiconductors. We could hit critical mass in chip manufacturing sooner than
anticipated.
