Healthy food is about policy and quality control. As train stations are redone, include
that in the blueprint

South Central Railway’s proposal to open up train stations to
single-brand company-owned food retail is a smart idea.
About 2.3cr train passengers are ever peckish while others
want interesting snacks at every station, like the look around
at airport stalls. As 1200 stations go into redevelopment, a
culinary expansion, and the revenue for railways, are
welcome. But the need of the hour is what even airports
haven’t been able to swing - offering a choice of healthy
hygienic food that’s not exorbitant. Three reasons why policy
matters.

Trust. Confidence that fresh food at any station/airport will
be healthy & hygienic doesn’t come easy. Can you really trust
that limp salad? Branded outlets have an edge here, as fast
food companies too expand into healthier snacking options. But by far, here too, it’s an overload of ultra-
processed foods on offer, high in sugar, fat and salt, including the ‘fresh baked’ stuff.

Time. Passengers’ time is limited, they prefer packaged items or pre-processed meals. Without quality
control inspections, these are often unhealthy, regardless of misleading proclamations. Foods include
beverages, snacks & tea bars and juice bars. Beverages are all sugary, snacks are what doc said ‘avoid’, tea
& coffee are milky and sugary, and juice bars include synthetic concentrates. But no passenger has the
time to check.

Taste. Food is rail culture. No burger company has cracked the vada-pav - a Mumbai special. Or a Goan
prawn cutlet. Or the ubiquitous samosa. Some argue you can’t go wrong with fresh. But that’s only in
comparison with ultra-processed foods that are way worse. There’s no doubt chhole bhature, or vada &
dosa, or a sweet mayo horror that passes off as a sandwich and greasy mishaps sold as croissants, are
unhealthy.

India’s obesity problem cannot be addressed if mass food outlets in stations and airports do not cater to
what is required. Offer fare low on carbs & fats, up the protein & veggie items, prepare in oil one can
trust. But who is serving that? Which is why redevelopment must include standards for food - and
include low-sugar beverage choices, wholegrain options in snacks, clear calorie/nutrition labelling and of
course, importantly, regular quality audits for food safety.
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What Bihar’'s Women Want....

What reasons do we discern for the scale of NDA’s victory - 202 of Bihar’s 243 assembly seats? The win is
specially significant for the pan-Bihar spread and unidirectional mandate in disparate geographies of
Magadh-Shahabad, Chapra-Siwan, Muzaffarpur-Darbhanga, and KosiSaharsa regions. These distinct
geographies are divided by Bihar’s river systems, especially Ganga, and are characterised by distinct
social caste coalitions, with each having their own lords and bosses.

Among key explanations to account for the scale and uniform spread of NDA’s win is the ‘mahila vote’ -
2.47cr women turned up, outnumbering men and breaking notions of the hold of caste or community. For
social scientists, the conundrum of landlessness, upper caste prejudices, lack of facilities for education
and sarkari employment has been a strong descriptor for the ‘stuckness’ of women. The migration of
able-bodied men as ‘palaayan mazdoor’ to uphold India’s demands for labour, especially in building and
construction work, has left behind poor women in rural areas in unpaid care jobs for children and the
elderly.

The women work hard, dream for their children, but bear the brunt of being cash-strapped as they wait
for remittances or occasional state support. The structural odds have clearly been against assertive
women coming out in the public sphere to reshape the Bihari political arena as they deem fit.

Yet, the unanticipated is under discussion and women matter very much to these outcomes. The
immediate catalyst is the cash transfer of 10,000 to women pre-poll, criticised by opposition for
rewarding constituents on election eve in a sharply targeted way, and based neither in sound economic
logic nor rooted in any long-term redistributive schema of welfare. What critics fail to see is that these
offerings to women were a top-up on a long-term landscape of change and ongoing state efforts. These
explicitly brought out women from the margins in visible arenas of state and society. Nitish Kumar has
been at the centre of these efforts that now have a policy history of over two decades.

The starting point was bringing the girl child to school - in 2005-06 as Nitish took over reins of state
power, the world’s largest number of out-of-school poor children were in Bihar. The alternative schooling
system, including only for girls ‘ jagjagi centres’ run within their tolas of habitation, started under the
Bihar Education Project had run its course. The answer lay in getting out-of-school children, especially
girls, to formal primary schools, side-stepping conservative notions of keeping them within their private
sphere of caste-based tola habitations and hiring didis from their own community as teachers.

Nitish’s education secretary, late Madan Mohan Jha, visited Andhra and the Residential Bridge Courses of
the Foundation and Magsaysay award winner Shantha Sinha. An unsaid compact of social transformation
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was scripted as girls came to formal schools in large numbers. The Mukhyamantri Cycle Yojana was also a
cash transfer, avoiding the pitfalls of purchasing goods through the treasury and the ill effects of public
expenditure. Rural roads uplifted through large-scale public works offered the rare sight of the girlchild
in uniform headed for school. Needless to add these girls were children of families in the poorest rural
quintiles - from the margins of its caste hierarchy.

If this was a visual landscape of transformation, soon came the 50% reservation for women in three-tier
panchayats, along with reservation of seats for Extremely Backward Classes (in 2006) - an intersectional
idea of political redistribution mooted by Karpoori Thakur in 1978. The mahila sarpanch, mayors, ward
members, and panchayat sachivs are a familiar sight in block-level politics and are present in village
social gatherings.

In 2013 came Nitish Kumar’s announcement of reservation for women in bharti for Bihar police as
constables up to deputy superintendents of police. Large-scale contractual appointment of women as
rasoiya didis and as Anganwadi workers created a large workforce of para-statals on contractual
employment at the ground level.

By 2025, over 2L women are engaged as rasoiya didis, cooking mid-day meals in Bihar’s schools, where
once the state had refused to serve cooked meals to its own children. Many officers and city elites had
claimed to me during my doctoral research in 2005 that Biharis only eat sattu for lunch, and that
Supreme Court’s demand that cooked meals be served in schools was out of place.

No doubt there’s been criticism, especially as the lords and bosses disrupted meals for poor children like
in the Gandaman tragedy in 2013. But Nitish was seen as quietly supportive of the endeavours of the
poor and the weak. In his silence, and long-term efforts, is the building of an edifice of social capital on
which NDA'’s electoral victories of 2025 are premised. Women have voted on a real trajectory of change
that has opened some sluice gates of participation at the bottom of the Bihari public sphere.

But labouring Bihari women are still stuck, and can only dream within their constraints as they desire to

secure a future for their children. New modes of governance in Bihar need to be invested further in a
promise for the future of its women and children.
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Too little, much later

The Digital Personal Data Protection Rules undermine right to information

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Over eight years have passed since the Supreme Court of India held privacy to be a fundamental right. In
the interceding years, three separate drafts for a data protection law have been floated, with little
visibility into how the final contours of the Act took shape. The 2023 law achieved simplification of the
2018 draft, with some important protections for user data baked into law. But this was at the cost of
giving a wide berth for government organisations to handle the data of Indians, putting in place an
anaemic Data Protection Board of India (DPBI), and cruelly amending the Right to Information (RTI) Act,
2005, setting back major advances in transparency achieved over the last two decades. The Digital
Personal Data Protection Rules, 2025, notified on November 14, 2025, do little to repair the glaring gaps
and damage from the parent Act. In fact, they delay the implementation of practically all key protections
to 2027, while implementing the dilution of the RTI Act immediately; public information officers are now
authorised to decline any personal information except what is already required to be published by other
laws — an all-too-thin slice of the pie for citizens seeking accountability. This is after the government
dragged out a three-month consultation period for draft rules which were already delayed, and launched
the final form in the heat of the day the Bihar Assembly election results were announced.

The delays to reach this point were unfortunate, in January, when the draft Rules were put out, and are
inexcusable now. Little has been changed in the Rules’ final form, and the 12-18 months of a compliance
timeline, even for giants of the technology industry that have known about this framework well in
advance, does not stand the test of good faith. The lack of independence of the institutional framework
underpinning these equivocations is particularly worrying: as an example of why, the DPBI will operate
under the Ministry of Electronics and Information Technology. A result of this is that the same
government organisation courting big-ticket investments into India from the world’s main data guzzlers,
firms such as Google, Amazon and Meta, will supervise the body investigating their future mishandling of
the data of Indians. Firms handling the data of Indians have few reasons to be upset with Friday’s Rules,
as they will have over a year to fully implement the document’s limited aspirations. But for the citizen
seeking the aim in the Act and Rules’ title — privacy and accountability from public and private actors
with whom sharing data has become an implicit and unavoidable condition of modern digital existence —
they will now find that their status quo largely continues: of being open books to the state and Big Tech,
on the reflective side of a mirror that hides what is behind it.
