Census must not record live-in couples as ‘married’. It defeats the purpose of
capturing social changes

If a govt doesn’t measure x, does x not exist? Furthermore, what are the implications of govt refusing to
measure x? Census 2027 will be recording live-in couples, who are staying in a household in a “stable union”,
as married couples. This means that 0 data on how many Indians are choosing live-in relationships, will
continue to be 0. Such wilful unseeing, obviously, enfeebles Census. It should be capturing cultural shifts,
instead of rubbing out their existence. Remember, such eraser acts can’t kill any cultural momentum. What they
obstruct, instead, is policymakers’ ability to constructively address how a society is transforming.

US census shows that, among those aged 18-24, live-ins are now more popular than marriage. UK census shows
the proportion of people who live as a “cohabiting” couple is up to 24%. Nobody is making the case that the
phenomenon is as pervasive in India. What we are certain of, though, is that it exists, it’s growing, and not just
in metro cities. This much, journalists can find out and report. But a comprehensive enumeration, only a census
can do.

There are countless reasons Indians have become interested in live-in relationships. Consider, in no particular
order of importance, how expensive weddings are, how a more equal kind of love can need amore equal kind of
partnership, how this relationship vibes like an intentional daily choice, rather than an obligatory social contract,
how it can feel more free. It can also, of course, draw a lot of social animus. Never mind that Supreme Court
has found it protected under the right to life and liberty. Hostilities are animated by the idea that this is not
‘Indian culture’. But culture never is, never has been, a static thing. It’s constantly changing. Indian mythology
certainly suggests that, once upon a time, we were much less puritanical.

How Maoism Lost The Battle & What'll Keep It Down

March 31 deadline arrives with Naxalism all but wiped out. Smart security ops are
one reason. But so is govt outreach in once-forgotten areas. Deepening that is the best
guarantee against a revival of extremism

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When Amit Shah set March 31 as the target to eliminate Naxalism, it signalled a moment of unusual confidence
in India’s long battle against leftwing extremism. Yet, the story of its decline is less about a single deadline, and
more about a slow, uneven recalibration of state strategy — one that has steadily narrowed both the geography,
and the intensity, of the conflict.

If India is, indeed, approaching the end of Naxalism as we have known it, the more important question is not
just how it was contained, but what this transformation reveals about the changing nature of state power,
governance, and conflict.

Naxalism once affected nearly 200 districts, known as the ‘Red Corridor’. It thrived in regions marked by state
absence, tribal alienation, economic neglect. For years, the Indian state oscillated between heavy-handed
crackdowns, and uneven development responses, neither of which proved sufficient.

The past decade, however, marked a decisive shift. Number of affected districts has fallen from 126 in 2014, to
just 11 in 2025, with the most severely impacted areas now limited to a few districts in Chhattisgarh. Violence
has declined significantly, with sharp reductions in both civilian casualties, and security force deaths.

This contraction is no accident. It reflects a sustained, multi-layered GOI strategy — one that combines force
with outreach, coercion with integration. In several formerly affected regions, elections have recorded higher
voter turnouts, and fewer disruptions, with polling reaching villages once considered inaccessible. Weekly
markets have reopened, road connectivity has improved, local festivals, and sporting events are gradually
returning.

Part of this shift can be traced to sustained pressure on Maoist leadership, and cadre base. Arrests, surrenders,
and targeted operations have steadily weakened organisational structures, while loss of senior leaders has
disrupted continuity within the movement.

The killing of CPI (Maoist) general secretary Nambala Keshava Rao, better known as Basavaraju, marked a
significant blow to the group’s central command. This followed the neutralisation of key leaders such as
Patiram Manjhi and Ganesh Uike, both of whom operated in core areas of influence. Each such loss has chipped
away at the movement’s ability to coordinate across regions.

At the same time, a steady stream of surrenders points to a deeper churn within Naxal ranks. In Telangana, the
surrender of a senior leader, Devuji, was seen as emblematic of a broader weakening of Maoist networks.
Similar patterns have been visible in parts of Chhattisgarh, where multiple cadres have laid down arms in recent
months.

In Odisha, a top Maoist operative, Sukru, surrendered, along with four cadres, in Kandhamal district — less than
a month after reportedly killing his deputy, over disagreements on whether to lay down arms. In neighbouring
Chhattisgarh, Papa Rao, believed to be among the last active Maoist commanders in the Bastar region,
surrendered with 17 cadres in Bijapur. A senior functionary of the Dandakaranya Special Zonal Committee, he
carried a reward of 325, underscoring both his prominence, and the scale of the organisational setback.

These developments suggest more than just tactical setbacks. When leadership thins, and exits become more
frequent, internal cohesion begins to fray. Recruitment becomes harder, communication more fragmented, and
the sense of inevitability, which sustains such movements, begins to fade. But, such outcomes are rarely
irreversible. Leadership gaps can be filled, and dormant networks can reconfigure, if underlying conditions
persist.
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What distinguishes the current phase, is the extent to which security operations have been accompanied by
development initiatives. Under Modi govt, infra expansion — roads, telecom connectivity, banking access — have
begun to alter the physical and economic landscape of previously isolated regions.

GOI programmes aimed at tribal welfare, skill development, and local infra, have attempted to bridge long-
standing gaps that allowed insurgency to take root. In many areas, the state is more visible today than a decade
ago. Expansion of schools, mobile networks, and banking access points, has also meant that everyday
transactions — from receiving welfare benefits to accessing markets — are less constrained by distance and
disruption.

India does appear closer than ever to ending Naxalism as a widespread insurgency. That is no small
achievement. It reflects policy continuity, coordination between Centre and states, and a willingness to
recalibrate strategy over time. It also underscores the importance of aligning security measures with
development interventions. But the deeper lesson is, conflicts rooted in inequality and exclusion cannot be
resolved by force alone. They require a reworking of the relationship between the state and its most
marginalised citizens.

As the Red Corridor shrinks, focus now shifts to consolidation. Ending an insurgency is one milestone; ensuring
it doesn’t return is another. Whether this moment marks a definitive end — or merely a pause — will depend on
how deeply the state can sustain its presence, in areas it was once absent.

Spirit of the law

Any attempt to police faith will result in high-handedness

Legislation passed by Maharashtra and Chhattisgarh recently on religious conversions misleadingly claims to
protect freedom of religion but effectively does the opposite. Laws made by both States restrict the individual
freedom of faith through requirements of prior permission from the state, public disclosure, and by shifting the
burden of proof to the accused. These States now join at least 10 others in having detailed legal restrictions on
an individual’s right to practise and profess any religion of their choice. It is true that the state has a duty to
protect all citizens from force and fraud. But when that principle is applied to test whether a person’s religious
faith is an outcome of criminal force or fraud, it is a leap into chaotic darkness even with the best of intentions.
What goes on in a person’s mind, such as matters of faith, is not accessible to another person in its entirety, and
any attempt to police faith will invariably lead to high-handedness. A batch of petitions challenging these laws
has been pending before the Supreme Court of India, and the final status of the new laws in Maharashtra and
Chhattisgarh will also be linked to the final determination of the constitutionality of such laws by the Court.
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Meanwhile, the laws will disturb social order and harmony, achieving the exact opposite of what they
purportedly set out to do.

The provisions are harsh, intrusive and authoritarian. Under the Maharashtra law, a person intending to convert
must give 60 days’ notice and seek prior permission from a designated authority. Conversion must be registered
within 25 days, or it will be treated as null and void. The authority will publish the notice locally, including at
the relevant gram panchayat, inviting objections within 30 days. If objections are received, the authority may
direct police to conduct an inquiry. The Chhattisgarh legislation also has similar provisions, but additionally
exempts reconversion to one’s ancestral religion from its purview. Even community religious gatherings can
attract provisions of the Chhattisgarh law, which replaces a 1968 law made by undivided Madhya Pradesh.
Anti-conversion laws are premised on a lack of agency of the individual and driven by an ideological
framework that links nationality to faith. In a less passionate and more reasonable framing, a person’s change of
faith is no different from their decision to change their passport, political affiliation, or place of residence — all
of which are legal. In any case, religions have no basis in verifiable scientific facts, and propagation of religion,
a constitutionally guaranteed right, can easily be misrepresented as fraud. By seeking to resolve a problem that
does not exist, the Bharatiya Janata Party is serving only its own narrow political interests.
