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Exit the dragonfly

A warning from Western Ghats. But who's listening?

In India’s monsoon folklore, dragonflies arrive like whispered promises - tiny aviators that signal rain,
renewal, and a farmer’s cautious hope. Their flicker over fields has long been read as a good omen, a living
forecast stitched into the sky. But all of that is in danger. A recent two-year survey, across Western Ghats,
reveals an unsettling shift: a 35% decline in dragonfly and damselfly species. Researchers documented just
143 species across five states, a stark fall from the 222 once recorded.

Reasons are neither mysterious nor new. Freshwater systems are under siege from pollution, reckless
infrastructure expansion, mining, and quarrying. Dragonflies double up as ecological sentinels. When they
vanish, they take with them a verdict on water and air quality. Their decline is less a statistic and more a
warning flare over one of the world’s richest biodiversity hotspots.

This trajectory was foreseen. In 2011, the Madhav Gadgil committee outlined a roadmap to protect
Western Ghats, urging strict limits on extractive and large-scale construction activities in fragile zones. The
plan was shelved, deemed inconvenient for growth. Globally, the crisis hums along - 16% of these species
face extinction risks. Yet in India, the stakes feel more entwined. Dragonflies, monsoons, agriculture, and
livelihoods form a single, intricate braid. Tug at one, and the whole system tightens. Ignore them, and the
silence they leave behind may speak louder than any data.

Global Campuses Take Root in India

Faculty salaries and research will benefit

A clutch of foreign universities setting up campuses in India could create a new template for tertiary
education. India is encouraging the internationalisation of higher education, and relocating campuses,
rather than students, offers multiple benefits. It helps bring down the cost of international college degrees
while increasing faculty remuneration. Uncertainty over visas can be bypassed through domestic
campuses. The quality of academic research conducted in universities with international standing tends to

have higher acceptance levels. Domestic education delivery standards can be expected to improve, with
courses better aligned to emerging industry demand. A new education policy is seeking to boost skills
supply in areas like Al and alternative energy, and international universities setting up shop in the country
can play a catalysing role.

Staffing requirements of foreign universities should contribute to raising faculty pay across the board. To
fulfil GoI’s quality requirements, these universities will have to tap the talent pool that serves public and
private universities. The HR constraint is the binding one for scaling up higher education in India, as both
private and public institutions are expanding. Foreign universities have to meet additional conditions to
deliver the standard of education available at their home campuses. This should lead to higher mobility of
expatriate faculty, with a positive spin-off on research outcomes.

India’s status as a leading supplier of students to universities overseas is not likely to be affected for a few
decades. This has mitigated the overcapacity in university education in some countries but has depressed
domestic capacity-building. Correcting the imbalance should have knock-on benefits for India’s plans to
become a global manufacturing base. Talent pools must emerge to drive specific sectors considered
strategically important, such as technology and advanced manufacturing. The quality and quantity of
internationally cited research in select industries serve as a marker of a country’s education standards.
Foreign universities should contribute meaningfully to both.
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Incremental change

Emissions can be significantly curbed only through electrification

In mid-April, news broke that India’s automakers had unanimously agreed to a new fuel efficiency and
emissions reduction target proposed by the Bureau of Energy Efficiency (BEE), the sector’s standards-
setting body. This follows a controversy late last year, driven largely by differences between Maruti Suzuki
— which commands an overwhelming share of the small-car segment — and other manufacturers. The
earlier proposal had effectively created a carve-out for small cars, a segment that accounts for about 14%-
15% of passenger vehicle sales, delaying the shift to cleaner fuels and technologies. Larger carmakers,
meanwhile, were required to meet more stringent targets, putting them at a relative disadvantage in terms
of pricing and investment. While this triggered a relook at the proposed emissions norms, what has
emerged is only marginally better. In fact, some provisions appear counterproductive to reducing
emissions and decarbonising the transport sector — India’s third-largest source of greenhouse gas
emissions. At first glance, the headline reduction in Corporate Average Fuel Efficiency (CAFE) targets —
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from about 113 grams of CO2 per kilometre under CAFE-II to 77 g/km by 2031-32 under CAFE-IIl —
appears ambitious. The new cycle is proposed to run from April 2027 to March 2032. However, the
framework’s flexible design may weaken compliance and slow the urgent transition to cleaner
technologies, especially electrification.

To be sure, the explicit carve-out for small cars has been removed, but it has been replaced by several
alternative compliance pathways. These include credits for higher ethanol blending (from E20 to E85-
compatible vehicles) and for incremental efficiency technologies such as start-stop systems, regenerative
braking, and tyre pressure monitoring systems. While useful, these are marginal improvements that allow
manufacturers to meet targets without a structural shift to electric mobility. The BEE has also proposed
super-credits, where certain technologies count multiple times towards compliance — for instance, a
battery electric vehicle could count as three vehicles. Combined with credit banking and trading, this
creates a system in which manufacturers with an early technological lead can accumulate surplus credits
and sell them to laggards. Further, compliance is to be assessed over three-year blocks rather than
annually, allowing manufacturers to average performance over time. This reduces immediate pressure and
weakens the signalling effect that regulations are meant to provide. At a time of fossil fuel volatility, this
policy appears too weak to drive meaningful change in a sector that is central to climate mitigation, India’s
energy security, and macroeconomic stability. Without sharper incentives, CAFE-III risks becoming a
framework that manages emissions on paper rather than transforming them in practice.
