Read the global university rankings in toto: India is walking forward while others are
sprinting

Sometimes, in India, we celebrate without much sense of proportion. Cheering an IIT for getting ranked
118 in the QS World University Rankings 2027, and some other Indian universities also moving up,
definitely has frog-in-the-well feel. It's like saying chalo pass ho gaya, for a middling exam performance in
the most cut-throat jobs era in history. For the individual child, this, we agree, is 100% the right attitude.
Gently encouraging, not putting too much pressure. But national higher education warrants a completely
different kind of accountability. Tough, analytical, benchmarked to the best. And there, what's unmissable
is that University of Hong Kong is ranked 11, and Peking University 13.

Big picture's the same across different rankings. Yes, India's representation's rising. But China's
universities have pushed into the global elite. Indeed, Western unis are growing worried about how they're
becoming less attractive to Chinese students, and the billions they bring. Nor is China the only
uncomfortable comparison. Per QS data released in March, tiny Singapore has TWO universities in the top
10 for engineering and tech.

University rankings serve as a rough proxy for a country's ability to generate new knowledge. China's share
in Nature Index, which tracks high-quality academic journals, is now more than US's, and 21 times India's.
If we consider the Al research landscape in particular, yes, India's contributions have risen substantially.
But China's have made a dramatic ascent, expanding in global share from under 5% in 2000 to a completely
dominant 36% by 2025. Chinese universities have leapfrogged on the back of governance structures that
enable liberal international hires, quick research initiative launches, building capacities at speed.
Simultaneously, its private sector's created enormous demand for advanced research, pulling unis into a
virtuous cycle of innovation and investment. Sure, India's also made progress. But people don't usually
catch up with the competition by congratulating themselves. They do it by becoming more ambitious, more
demanding, more willing to learn from those who have raced ahead. Working harder, smarter.

Peace comes when an involved party has the capacity to pressure, persuade, reassure,
and set the terms of engagement

Ahead of Washington-Tehran talks, expected later today at Biirgenstock mountaintop resort in
Switzerland, and looking back at the run-up to the US-Iran ceasefire, signed Wednesday, what's evident is
that mediators in modern crises do not arrive with olive branches.

They arrive with secure lines, intelligence contacts, military links, a discreet venue, and enough influence
to get adversaries talking without either side feeling trapped.

The US-Iran memorandum captures the shift. It is not a grand settlement but a tentative understanding,
opening a 60-day negotiation window, shaped through multiple channels and crowded with unresolved
questions. What happens to Iran's highly enriched uranium, the issue presented as central to the war? How
much of Iran's frozen assets will be released? What if forces outside the understanding break the ceasefire?
This framework is one strand of a wider crisis linking nuclear talks, sanctions, Gulf shipping and Lebanon's
contested truce.

Crisis diplomacy often begins not with agreement, but with a fragile draft, a usable channel and enough
ambiguity for adversaries to step back. In such settings, the intermediary that matters most is rarely the
one that appears most neutral.

The older mediator drew authority from a distance. Today's intermediary earns relevance by doing what
others cannot. It may reach the parties, protect a backchannel, apply pressure, offer reassurance, provide
a venue, or keep a fragile deal alive. Mediation is no longer one task performed by one neutral actor. It is
divided among channels, hosts, facilitators and guarantors.

International organisations remain, but their authority has waned. The age when figures like ElBaradei
could combine technical credibility with institutional weight feels distant now.

Pakistan's role in the US-Iran understanding is instructive. It shows both the limits and uses of today's
mediation. Islamabad did not deliver the agreement, but kept a line open when formal diplomacy was
constrained. Keeping a channel open is not the same as engineering an agreement. Pakistan is no neutral
Switzerland. Islamabad's choices are shaped by Gulf dependence, Chinese backing and its border with Iran.
Those very ties made it useful in keeping contact alive. It hosted quietly, passed messages and drew on
security links beyond formal diplomacy. That did not make Islamabad a grand peacemaker. It made
Pakistan useful in diplomacy's early work.

Not all intermediaries do the same job. One country may provide the room, another may keep contact alive,
a third may narrow differences, and a fourth may help sustain what has been agreed. Sometimes the task
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is simply damage control. In West Asia, Oman, Qatar, Saudi Arabia and Pakistan have performed parts of
this chain. The old image of one neutral mediator doing everything now feels closer to folklore than to
practice.

China works this terrain from just outside the room. Beijing often prefers to shape negotiations rather than
own the process. In the West Asian crisis, Beijing's ties with Tehran gave Islamabad's channel added
weight. Pakistan kept the channel open. China gave it ballast.

US is the awkward case for anyone still attached to neutral mediation. In Gaza, Lebanon and Ukraine,
Washington has not mediated from above the conflict but from inside it, using resources, security
commitments and bargaining weight others lack. Washington has been central to ceasefire and border
diplomacy between Israel and Lebanon even as the situation remains fragile and contested. In Gaza, its role
has stretched beyond ceasefire mechanics into the architecture of what follows, from disarmament and
humanitarian

access to reconstruction and governance. In Ukraine, Washington's role as security backer makes it part of
the negotiation, not an observer of it.

In modern crisis diplomacy, leverage can matter more than detachment. This is not neutral facilitation. It
is power mediation, agenda setting backed by the ability to pressure and reassure.

Tiirkiye's value lies in a different kind of proximity. Ankara matters because it sits inside the theatre, across
routes and rival camps, not because it floats above the fray. Access, trade, military relevance and cultivated
ambiguity have all become forms of diplomatic capital. The Black Sea Grain Initiative showed this at scale.
[stanbul turned geography, UN-backed inspections and wartime logistics into a working diplomatic
arrangement.

What remains of the old European model, the Norway-style mediator, once treated as the gold standard?
Its role has narrowed. Neutral facilitators still matter in quiet channels, humanitarian arrangements and
implementation. Wars move fast. Belligerents want leverage on the table, not just virtue in the room.
Neutral facilitation has not vanished. It survives as a specialised role rather than as the main model of crisis
diplomacy.

Where does India fit in this new diplomacy? It brings broad relationships across West Asia, strategic
autonomy operational competence, and a tested record in evacuations and humanitarian coordination.
These strengths do not make India a universal mediator or the natural intermediary in every crisis. They
do give it a credible role in keeping channels open, supporting de-escalation, and acting as a stabilising
presence across divides. In crisis diplomacy, that is a serious, if limited, form of influence.

Mediation has become less about innocence and more about capability. The question is no longer who is
neutral enough to stand in the middle. It is who has access, who can protect a backchannel, who can apply
pressure without closing the door, who can reassure without taking ownership, and who can help
adversaries retreat without making it look like surrender.

The mediators who matter will not always look disinterested. More often, they will be states with interests,
leve- rage and a spare key to the room. That may offend the old etiquette of diplomacy It is how diplomacy
now gets done.
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Designer Subsidies Must be the Fashion

Comptroller and auditor general (CAG) has flagged a surge in collective state subsidies that is contributing
to fiscal rigidity. The performance is uneven, with some states being more profligate than others. There
have been calls for transparent reporting. Principally, states direct subsidies for agricultural inputs, such
as electricity for irrigation and distribution of fertilisers and seeds. So, a wide variation is expected.
Separately, there is also a diversity in states' ability to pay subsidies from their revenues. But the big
spenders in absolute and relative terms comprise a common bunch of states. This suggests some
harmonisation may be possible in how states approach subsidies. Irrigation and fertiliser use can be
managed efficiently to make agriculture less resource exploitative. Industrialisation can improve states'
capability to carry larger subsidy bills without adding to fiscal stress.

Subsidies have their uses in supporting economic activity, stabilising prices and improving social welfare.
But they distort markets, promote inefficiency and increase the taxpayer burden. Since these are in the
form of cross- subsidies with industry subsidising agriculture-they tend to affect productivity. And, in
India's case, subsidised farming leads to greater dependence on imported energy and fertilisers. Cheap
electricity to farms chokes investments in the power sector by blocking price signals.

Yet, states can justify subsidies so long as these are not causing stress on finances. The main arguments are
addressing market failure in agriculture, protection of livelihoods and providing affordable public services.
However, effectiveness of subsidies depends on their design. They need to be audited for effects like poor
targeting or environmental costs. Apart from cleaner accounting, state subsidies would benefit from better
design. The entire cost of a subsidy, both explicit and implicit elements, needs to be captured. That could
be a starting point to a holistic appraisal of the range of state subsidies.
